1. Frederick Edward Prime, born inthe Casa Altoiti
da San Trinita,Florence, Italy, September 24th 1829 ;bap-
tized Florence, October 12th 1829, by J. L. Parham, Vicar
of Holne, co. Devon, England ; served in the U. S. army.

2. Natalie Prime, born N. V., March 24th 1831 ; bap-
tized by the Rector of Grace Parish; died, N. V., March
19th 1832 ;interred in Greenwood Cemetery.

3. Temple Prime, born, No. 1 Battery Place, N. V.,
September 14th, 1832; baptized by the Rector of Grace
Parish.

4. HenryIPrime, born, N. V., July 16th 1834; died,
N. V., August 3d 1834 ;interred in Greenwood Cemetery.

5. Augusta Prime, born, N. V., September 4th 1835 ;
died, N. V., September 14th 1835;interred in Greenwood
Cemetery.

6. Charles Sandys Prime, born, No. 1Battery Place,
N. V., October 16th 1836; baptized by the Rector of Grace
Parish; died at Hartford, Conn., December Ist, 1896;
funeral at Grace Church, N.V., on the 4th inst.; interred in
Greenwood Cemetery.
