[Although the second son, James, would come at this
place in order of ages, Henry is here given because of his
association, and that of his descendants, withthe descendants
of the first son, John, in Tonipkins county, New York.]

Henry Speed, the third son of John Speed and Mary
Taylor, was born in Virginia, March 28, 1742. As his
brothers, John, James, Mathias and I^ewis, served in the
Revolutionary war, it is not unlikely he did also, though it
can not be stated positively.

He married, September g, 1772, Elizabeth Julia Spencer.
She was, in all probability, a sister of Mary Spencer, who
married his brother James. They were daughters of Thomas
Spencer, and they had a brother, Thomas Spencer, Jr.,who
is mentioned several times in a letter dated at

Robert

Burton's, onNutbush, 18th April,1784," from Joseph Speed
to his brother, Captain James Speed, then inKentucky. The
letter begins thus: "Dear brother: Yours of the 25th
February last Ireceived a few days ago at Mr. Thomas
Spencer, Jr.'s, of whomIreceived 4,521 pounds of tobacco."
The names given to their children by the two brothers,

James and Henry, indicate that they married sisters. Both
had daughters named Elizabeth and Mary.

byhis father and brothers.
His father writing to Captain James Speed in Kentucky in
1784 mentions his brother,

"
Hal," as wellas all of his own

children. Joseph Speed also mentions

letter.

Henry Speed lived in Virginia until 1805, when he
removed with his family to that part of New York State
which isnow Tompkins county. Atthat period also occurred
