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PREFACE.

From necessity, as well as from a regard to the true
design of the work, the following record is more
genealogical than historical. Little else need be said
of most persons than to specify the dates of their
birth, marriage and death; their parentage, their
children, their removals and places of residence, and
their employments. The peculiar interest, however,
which every family must feel with respect to its
earliest progenitors, rendered it proper that our
account should embrace everything which could be
found in any quarter relating to John Wing of Sand.
wich, and his immediate connections. Those, also,
wha have been especially distinguished in publie, social
or commercial life, might naturally be expected 1o
have a more particular notice. After our best efforts,
very little material for such a purpose has come to
hand, and every item thus recovered has been recorded
which was thought to have any possible interest to
their descendants.

The arrangement which haa been followed combines,
to some extent, both methods of division—by genera-
tions, and by direct- lineage. The three principal
branches, which sprung from the original progenitor
through his three sons, have been kept distinct through
all the generations. Minuter divisions, according to
widely separated localities, or minor families, would
have been difficalt and perplexmg By means of the

‘index, the numbers at the head of each paragraph and

the numbers included in parentheses, dach branl:h of
the famﬂy can be easily traced.
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The chasms, which are obvious to every reader,
might possibly have been filled up by more protracted
inquiries; but neither the writer, nor any one with
whom he is acqueinted, is likely to give to such a
work the needful time and Jabor. With respect to those
errors ur defects which will doubtless be fonnd in the
work, the writer here gives notice that he intends to
have an interleaved copy bound up, in whieh he will
recortd all ‘{lt"l"ehtlﬂllh regading 1hern which may be
brought to his notiee, Anothe: edition of the present
work may not he called for during his lifetime, but
such u volume will be of some convenience 10 those
who, we may be sure, will hereafter make ingniries
on the subjeet.

The 5th of June, 13582, will ln: the two hnndred
and fiftieth anniversary of the arrival of John Wing
and his sons at Boston; and although it may be 100
much to hope that any large number of bis descendants
will then assemble at ‘Sandwich to revive historieal
recollections, to collect materials for a more perfeet
family record, and to promote g common family spirit,
it would be an appropriate oceasion for the exchange
of epistolary greetings, and for the contribution of
much additional history.

A few copies with alarger margin to the pages have
heen issued, in compliance with the request of some
correspondents who wish for space on which to record
their corrections and additions. The portraits were
inserted at the suggestion, and prineipally. throucrh
the efforts of Lucius B, Wing, of Newark, Ohio,
whose encouragement and counsel have been freely.
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I

bestowed from the commencement and through the
entire progress of the work. The map, which will
be of assistanes.in tracing the settlements of the
earlier generations, was generously contributed by the
corporation whose name it bears. The coat of arms,
which we have thought worthy of being engraved
and inserted in its proper place, was obtained from
England by H. F. Wing, Esq., of Grafton, Mass., and
purports to be, “Arms of Wing, as borne by Sir
Theodore Wing, Lord Warden of the Wastes and
Liveries to King Henry’ VII™ 'That there was such
un official in the Court of that monarch, we learn
feom more than one history of the tiine.

1t was perhaps a rash moment for the writer when
he exchanged his original plan of editing a diminntive
pamphlet, in which a genealogy nnd brief notice might
be given of the descendants of Jobn Wing of Conway,
for a voluime embracing the entire family of the Wings
in America. He had then no distict conception of the
Iabyrinth through which he would have to seek his
way. 1t was nor, indeed, very diffienlt to trace with
tolerable clearness the lineages of the first four or five
generations, for they were nearly all confined to a few
towns in Southeastern Massachusetts, where all births,
marringes and deaths were to be found in the public
records. Butafter the Revolution, when their children
wandered off to the Province of Maine, Western Mas-
sachusetts, Vermont, and the Middle and Western
States, until there is scarcely a State or Territory of
the Americafi Union in which they are not-distributed;”
there ivers few sich-sourees of information. - In the-
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midst of the activities and privations of frontier life,
and sharing in the independent spirit which charac-
terizes our countrymen generally, little was thought
of ancestors; and hence even the records of individnal
families were frequently neglected. Invitations had
to be sent t0 all whose names and residences could be
ascertained, that they would report whatever they
knew of their own family connections, and of others
bearing the name, It soon became evident that the
time had come for such an effort, and that many were
prepared to appreciate its importanece. A large
amount of materials was returned, but the aceounts
were often so disconnected with each other, and with
any part of the main stock of the family, that one of
a much stouter heart might well have been dismayed.
Very few beyond those living around the original -
seats of the first immigrants could give an intelligible
account of their progenitors beyond their immediate
parents, or, at best, their grandparents, and no small
amount of patience and diserimination were reqnuisite
for finding the exact position of each one in the
genealogical chain. The principal difficulty was, of
course, in carrying each account over the fifth and
sixth generations. We were obliged sometimes to
hazard conjectures where only a slight hint of a name
or a date was given to guide us, and we shall not be
surprised to learn that here especially mistakes have
been committed. We can only say that we have taken
much pains to avoid them; that we have not assumed
to know with confidence where our way was nos
clear, and that an entire chapter has been given to
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such disconnected branches as could not be loeated
with certainty in the parent tree.

It would not be desirable, even if it were sure to
be agreeable to those concerned, were we to make
acknowledgments in this place of our obligations to
all who have contributed valnable aid in this work.
Where their contributions extended no further than
the records of their immediate connections, their
names may be easily inferred from the details which
are given. Among those, however, who have gome
considerably beyond this, we cannot refrain from
mentioning Dr. Henry Russell, of S8andwich; Josiah
Faine, the editor of the Harwich Independent; Dr,
A. W, Holden and Mrs, Halsey R. Wing, of Glen’s
Falls; G. J. Wing, of Wayne; Paul and Edward
© Wing, of North Fairfield, and Lewis M. Wing, of
North Livermore, in the State of Maine; Charles T.
Wing, of New York City; Henry F. Wing, of
Brooklyn, and Christina Wing, of Albany, in the
State of New York; and E. Darwin Wing, of Mary-
ville, Missouri. Among the books which have been
of use may be mentioned: Freeman's History of Cape
Cod, 2 vols; Farmer's Register of N. E. Families;
The N. E. Genealogical and Historical Register, 45
vols; Holden's History of Queensbury (Glen’s Falis);
Walker’s History of Old Plymouth; The Whitney

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The Index contains the names of all persons known
to have been connected with the family. Of thosze
which are followed by a reference to only one page,
nothing i8 recorded except their parentage, and in
some instances their deaths. It is divided into three
parts; the first contains the chrigfian names of all
descendants of John Wing, of Sandwich, or Robert
Wing, of Boston; the second contains the names of
all who have been connected with the family by mar-
ringe, and the third contains the namea of all descend-
ants bearing other names than that of Wing.

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For a man of cultivaled and refined taste, it must seem
appropriate for him to take a special interest in the history of
his own family. In mest families will be found some per-
sonages or ineidents, the recollection of which will awaken
such a one to a higher self-respect and emmlation. There
need be nothing improper in such a resalt. If we should
esteem virtue and gosd deeds in ourselves or others, why
uot value it in our families ? This is a very different thing
from an -aristocratic pride, which thinks only of the external
advantages which a royal pateat can bestow. It has refer-
ence to that real excellence which is often seen to be spe-
cially developed in some families God bas himself recognized
the law by which good or bad influences descend, nol merely
through three or four but through a thousand generations.
Every one now living has within himself forces and qualities
which make him differ from al! argund him, but which
have. perhaps, come down from remote ancestors. Whether
these are due to those belter habits and training, which are
maintained in ceciain families, and through which a special
divine arrangement works ihrough nalural laws, or to a peco-
Liar phesical organization, the reality has always been ac-
knowledged, and never more emphatically than in the decis-,
ions of advanced science at the present day. Themost skeptical
investigators of patural or divine laws are obliged to adrmit
that there are influences silently operating in every life which
are independent of the individual will. They may not im-
pair any one’s morsl freedom, but only prescribe limits
within which his powers have their best action, and they
naturally suggest the proper objects of his ambition., They
open to each one the prospect of reacking higher groumd
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than was possible to his predecessors, inasmuch as he is the
legitimate heir of all that they have been or done.

But even these families in whose history nothing exltraor-
dinary may be discoverable, have yel abundant motive for
gathering and studying their earlier records. The humblest
abject becomes more interesting when its true nature and
history are known, and the most insignificant animal wili be
looked upon as more valuable when its pedigree can be traced
tosome celebrated stock, Who, then. can believe that human
bieings are unaffected by the same law ?® Qught any one to be
enlirely indifferent. to the channels in which his own blood
has come to him ? Whether it has flowed down in the
veing of nobles or peasants. whether he has a reason before
his fello-wmen for honest pride in the exploits or for satis-
faction with the mere respectability of his ancestors he sorely
has ground for desiring to know for himself what are his
connections with the past. Bat irrespective of all reference
to the utility of such knowledge, there is an instinct in all
right minds which constrains them to such an interest, A
part of the same respect and love which every true man
feels for the father and mother who bore him is carried
back to the whole line of his progenitors. The pleasure
which most persons take in such studies springs therefore
from one of the profoundest and most useful of buman in-
stincts. [t deserves encouragement, among all classes
of society. There is pothing to make it more appro-
priate for the rich than for the poor. An honored and
virtuous ancestry is guile as much a source of pride to such
as have no other inheritance, as to those wha glory in large
ancestral titles and estates, And it may be as powerful an
incentive so to live as lo command the veneration and esteeth
of coming generations. There may be some exaggeration,
but there is frath in the motto of the American College of
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Heraldry, © He who careth not whence he came, careth little
whither he goeth,”

Americans have somelimes bsen fempted to speak con-
temptucusly of family descent and family history. An
interest in such matters has not unfrequently been reproached
as if it were incobsistent with republican simplicity. If
what we have said be lrue. it s iuconsistent only with an
arrogation to one's self of thuse titles which come from royal
or atistoeralic prescription. The time is coming, and has
already begun, when many raust take a pure delight in
recollecling the part which thase dear to them took, not only
in establishing our national independence but in maintaining
our national unity. * Beyond the slimulus which the desire
of distinction gives to those who are rising in the world
there is an important benefit derived from the sentiment of
!'amily\antiquity, in the iendency which it has to unite and
hold together Lhe mass of those families which have a stake
in the country for their mutunl preservation. Those whe
look upon the nalion as comgposed of its honorable and
patriotic families, will feel bound together by a sacred tie,
and comwmunities will no longer be regarded as an incon-
gruons mass of adventurers, but as a brotherhood animated
by s kindred spirit.”

Let us bring to test these suggeslions by uoticing the as-
sociations connected with the conlemplation of a family tree.
There may, or there may not be branches in that tree which
have formed a shadow for a pation or a world; but for
every one who is a branch in that tree, however inwignifi-
cant, it will have an illumination to which he ecannot he
indifferent As he traces the limbs in various directions,
his sympathies will be likely to be drawm forth to a larger
cirele, his consciousness of capabililies will be deepened by
the suggestion of what his own flesh and blood has accom-
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plished, and a respect for a common association will prompt
to a higher siyle of living. He can hardly fail to have his
seheme of life enlarged when he becomes conscicus of a
communily animated by “one bload.” He will begin to re-
gard himself, not as a mere accretion upon a dead mass, but
as a member of. an organism pervaded by a life leaving no
minute part without a common sympathy. For want of such
a sentiment many a family has never attained its appropriate
character and position,

In the following history an attempt has been made to col-
lect all that can now be known of a single family. The
object was not to cbtain materials for family pride, since these
were not supposed to exist, bat to satisfy a simple desire for
information, Two or three individuals had come into pos-
session of genealogical records and traditions which were
esteemed worthy, at least, of preservation. The original
design was much more limited than it has since become,
and embraced only a single branch of the family bearing the
name. But with correspondence, materials unexpectedly
accumulated, until the hope was indulged that all the
branches of the family in America might be brought inte
outline. and grealer or less distinciness of representation.
In this first attempt there must, of course, be considerable
defect. Some individuals and groups of persons have nol
heen discovered whom it would have been desirable o em-
brace in it, and others of whom we desired to know more have
resisted all our importunities to afford us the needful infor-
mation. A posiponement of the publication might, perhaps,
have secured greater completeness, but, on the other hand,
might have endangered the publication of whal we have
collected. On the whole, we have yielded to the pressure
for delay until a considerable degree of compleleness has
been secured, bul not so far as enlively to disappoint the
reasonable expectations of the originul projectors.
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More were found able and ready to ce-operate in the work
than we anticipated at the beginning. Persons of intelligence
have been brought into eorrespondence who delighted in the
task, and have spared no paiss to coatribute 3s much mate-
tial as possible. [n some instances there are discrepancies,
and no doubt inaccuracies, arising not always from the fault
of the compiler, but sometimes from inconsistencies in his
authorities. He has done his best lo relieve the menotony
of the details by interesting and characleriglie anecdatex, but
in consequence of the absolule want of epistolary relics and
private papers which are sometimes found in Jiterary families,
and the necessary confinement to the nse of public records-
of lhe towns or churches where each branch of ihe family
resided, he had often no alternalive but to present & simple
array of names and dales. And vet a careful reader witl
discover some prominent characlerislies which appear to
have belonged to the family in all ils generations and
branches. From the first landing on the American shore
lo the present lime a disposition has been exhibited fo lake
sides with \he oppressed, and in favor of the utmost freedomn
in civil and religions affairs. At an early period two main
branches of the family were determined by this peculiarity in
their gocial and ecclesiastical relations for all subsequent
time. Probably mot one of the connection has ever been
foond giving bis support lo men or measgres which he re-
garded as opposed lo popular liberiy or to the freest expres-
sion of opinivn. Sueh a liberly may not necessarily imply
the highest and purest exercise of man's best powers; but,
ordinarily, it is favorable to their development and profitable
action. We have, therefore, no regrets when we thiak it
posgible that a hetter eonscionsness of this characlerisiic
{rait may be promoted by the present work, and so may
‘have some useful bearing vpon the general progress. Our
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record may seem litlle more than a genealogical catalogue
or a collection of monumental inscriplions, telling how,

HOne generation comes,

II. THE WINGS IN ENGIL.AND.

A famity hearing the name of *“Wipge," aboul 1570, went
from Wales and setfled at Great Ponton, near Grantham, in
Lincolnshire, England. From this source were derived
several generations, who resided in the neighboring parish
of North Luffenham,.in Rullandshire. A minister of the
name of John Wing was pastor of an Eaglish congregalion
in Flushing. in the {sland of Walcheren, Province of Zealand,
in Holland, and was the anthor of a number of religions
publications ¥  During the latter part of the seventeenth
cenlury, flourished a celebrated astronomer named Vincent
Wing, As the science of Astronomy at that period was
studied principally for ils practical bearing upon that of
Astrology, he was more known for his relations to the latter

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seience,* He resided in the county of Rutland, and appears
to bave been a learned man and a prolific writer. A quarto
volume entitled, “A Brief Relation of the Life and Peath ol
the Late Fumous Mathematician ‘and Astrologer, Vincent
Wing," was published by Jobn Gadbury, at ‘London, in
1670, -Hj,s grandson, Tyi:ho Wing, born at Pickworth,
Rutlandshire, and died April 16, 1750, was also dis-
tinguished in the same kind of literature, Indeed, the
astronomical and mathematical sciences appear 1o have
heen faverile studies in this branch of the family, for we
have nolices of two other publications on the subject by
‘“John Wing, Philomath.” in 1693-9,1 and for a long sucees-
sion of years “Wing's Almunac” was one of Lhe most popu-
lar annoals in London. The monopoly of the trade of
almanacs was granted, by James First, to the Universities
and the Company of Stationers in London, and scarcely any
names have been held in higher honor by the lalter sociely
than those of Vincent aod Tycho Wing. Their works and

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their likenesses are preserved with muoch respect, and their
authority is quoted not unfrequenily at the present lime in
some departmenls of science cullivated by thal company.
The Asironomia Britannica contained an engraved likeness of
(ke suthor, from which a descendant has kad a full length bust
wrought in terra cotta by Bashfield, of Stamford, which was
exhibited and attracted much atiention at fhe Inlernalional
Exhibition in London. His porirait, at Stationers’ Hall,
London., “represents him with very lively and expressive
features, which are well painted wilh considerable warmth
of coloring, his right hand resling on a celestial sphere, Lis
collar open and a loose drapery over his shovlders.” There
are numerous other works, said to be fonnd in the British
Museum, by persons- bearing the pame of Wing.* The
“Clergy List” mentions a number of clergymen of the Estab-
lishmeot, and the London Directory for the present year
contains the namesof several persons in the legal profession
bearing the same family dezignalion. William Wing, Esq.,
a gentleman who, by correspondence, has shown a lively inter-
est in the present history. is the son of the late Rev. William
Wing, Rector of Siibbington, Hunls. and perpetual Curate
of Sution St. Edmund, Lincolnshire, and bas been for wany
¥ears a magistrate at Markel Overton, Qakham, Rutlandshire.t
We have, a8 yel, been unable to trace the history of the
family in England either before or after the emigration of
the American branch, but a number of tndwatlons render it

1IL COAT OF ARMA,

In Sir John Bernard Burke's “Eneyclopedia, or General
Armory of England, Scotland and ireland,” we find what
purports {o be “The Wing Armour. County of Ratland.”
The heraldic description accompanying it is: “Arus.—
Per pale, argent and vert—a maunch counterhanged.
CRest.—A maunch per pale, argent and vert, between two
wingsor.” In common language “arms" signifies the devices
borne on shields or coat armor, and in the present instance
they were of the class of concession, granted or permitted by
eovereigns to iedividoals which, in the next generationm,
became hereditary, and were borne formerly on the mantle
or surcoat (hence the phrase eoat-of-arms) or more recently
on carriages and articles of furniture. [n our description the
arms and crest are given. The arms were lhe figures or
charge which was pictured om a shield. The phrase “per
pale” {from palus, a slake.) signifies that the field or charge
is divided into two equal parts by a perpendicular line, with

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a different field on each side of it. It is then said to be
divided (or party) per pale. “Argent and vert’” are the
colors iv which the field or the figures are depicted, They
were designated either by “mefals or colors.” In the
present instance the metal was argent or silver (white), and
the color was vert or green, The melals and colors are
usually depicted in a drawing or engraving by lines or dots;
and in our engraving the silver is, according fo the rule,
plain, and the green is represented by diagonal lines frem the
right corner (the upper corner on the left of lhe reader)
down to the opposite base corner. The left half of the shield
is eovered with lines to signify its green cotor, and diapered
with small figures which have no signifieation but to relieve
the monotony of so much surfacz  “A maunch” is a sort of
old-fashioned sleeve with long-hanging ends; in our engraving
it is the central figure, extending on both sides of the pale,
“Counter-changed” signifies that the field is of two linctures,
metal and color; and that the charge or Rgare depicted up-
on it partakes of both; the part of the figure which is of
metal lying upon the color, and the part which is of color
lying upon the meta} (since no metal was ever allowed to be
placed upon metal or color upon color). The “Crest”
{from the Latin erists a comb or tuft), which was worn
usually on the top of the helmel, is 1o the present case “a
maunch per pale, argent and vert, between two wings or —
i. e. a sleeve, as in the shield, hetween two wings, which
are of gold metal (yellow, represented in the engraving by
dots). The dexter end of the sleeve has a tassel pendant,
in or (gold maetal),

Between the lower arms and the upper crest, the artist
has presented us with the “wreath” (bandeau or torse),
which was usually worn on the heliet, between it and the
crest, supporting the lalter. It was composed of two cords
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of silk or cloth twisted together, the one tinctured of the
principal metal (in this case silver argent or white), and the
other of the principal color (vert or green}, as in the arms,
Frequently a scroll was added lo or put around the armor,
on which was inscribed 2 motto or sentence which expressed
the sentiment the family more especially cherished. It was
no essential part of the armor, and often the different
branches or individaals of a family had different mottoes.*
*The picture from which our engraving was taken agreesin
all essential paris with the one described in Borke, and in
the possession of the family in Ruotland county, England, for
something like three centuries. It is given here not because
we attach much importance to such distinetions, but simply as
a matter of historical interest, We rather sympathize with
the spirit of modern democracy, which casts aside all the
insignia of mere prerogalive or caste. The character of each
individual must be his only true emblazonry. And yet with
alt our republican simplicity there has sprung up of late in
this country no small interest in hunting up those family
escutcheons, and many have heen imposed upon by a clasg
of pretended “heralds.” who have invenied them to order.
Woe have supposed that the book te which we have referred,
and the circumstances in which the coat-of-arms we have
described has come to our notice, were a sufficient guaran-
tee of its gennineness.

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IV. PERIOD OF FIRST IMMIGRATION,

The first emigrants to America bearing the name of Wing,
like nearly all the New England colonists of that period, be-
longed to that porfion of the English nation which began,
near the close of the sixteenth ceniury, to be called Puritans,
beeause they contended that all civil and ecclesiastical affairs,
as well as religious doctrines, should be strictly conformed
to Scriptural models, and fo the principles of modern liberty.
They should, however, be distinguished from that portion of
the same party which had settled at Plymoutk, and which
has ysuslly borne the more specific appellation of “The
Pilgrims," because they had for conscience' sake forsaken
their native land, had sojourned for several years in the Low
Countries, and had finally found a2 home on the shore of
Massachusetts Bay, thirty-seven miles south of the presemt
city of Boston. The two colonies of Plymouth and Massa-
chusetts Bay were {or many years distinet jurisdictions. The
former commenced their settlement (1620) eight years be-
fare the latter (1628), and for the first ten years wers, for
E0me reason, unable to obtzin 2 royal charter, being organ-
1zed under the authority of a commercial assoeiation, which,
however. seemed to have very little zeal for its worldly pros-
perity. The emigrants also, thengh composed of some of
the most enlightened and energetic men of the age, were
less apxious o increase their numbers or their wealth than
to provide for their spiritual harmony and edification. They
had also been much impoverished by the neeessities of a
foreign pilgrimage, by repeatedly baflled and expensive at-
tempts to embark for America, by the severities of a long
voyage on the ocean, snd by the hardships, famines, drouths
and sicknesses of their first settlement in the wilderness,
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Only three sparsely sefiled towns, viz: Plymouth, Duzbury
and Scituate, were organized during the first sixteen years,
The colony of Massachusetts Bay, on the other hand, though
established likewise with a prominent aim o comstruct a
congenial religious community, was influenced in a much
higher degree by the lower motives which ordinarily lead to
new settlements. If was Irom the beginning favered with
a charter of singular Iiberality, and had not only the direction
and aid of an enterprising association in Eogland, but & very
large amount of popular favor. In the course of three or
four years after the first settlement at Naumkeag (now Salem),
more than 1,500 persons, in 17 ships, were added to the
original 300, and several towns were organized under the
names of Boston (before called Shawmut), Charlestown,
Watertown, Dorchester, Roxbury, Mystic and Saogus. In
each of these a church was established as soon as a sufficient
pumber of persons could be collected for the purpese, on the
same model with the churches of Salem and Plymouth, and
generally with a full complement of pastor, elders and other
officers. .

Y. FIERST ARBIVAL,

John Winthrop, the first Governor of the colony of Massa-
chusetls Bay, kept a Journal, in which he gives an account
of all public transactions down to the year 1649 ;* and when
enurneraling the vessels which conveyed immigrants, he
makes this record under the date of June 5th, 1632: “Ar-

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rived, the William Francis, Mr, Thomas, master; which left
London on the 9th of March, and reached this port after a
voyage of 88 days, with about 60 passengers, whereof were
Mr. Weide and old Mr. Batchelder (being aged 71}, with their
families, and many other honest men.” In another place
the Gavernar specifies that the company which came with
Mr. Batchelder consisted of a small body of six or seven
persons, who went to the same place and co-operated with
him in his religious movements, The names of these
persons are not given, but from incidental notices we learn
that among them were John Wing and his wife, Deborah,
a daughter of Mr. Batehelder, with three aduit soms, and
Edward Dillingham. There is no decisive indication in this
or in any other known record of the precise place in England
from which this eompany emigrated. Fromn some expres-
sions in the will of Edward Dilliughain, showing that he was
in intimate relations with several persons in Bitteswell,
Leiceslershire, it seems probable that these were his former
neighbors, from whom the whole company could not have
been distant.¥ Those who composed this company had
evidently sympathized with each other in some peculiar
religious views, as well as been united by various marriage
and blood relations The Rev. Benjamin Fessenden of
Sandwich, intimates that they had been “very much tainted
wilh Antinomarn and Familistical errors,” but how muech this
signifies, when interpreted wilh a due regard to the preju-
dices of the religious party then in the aseendant, il is not

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easy to decide.* Nothing of the kind was ever objected
against Mr. Batchelder by the civil or ecclesiastieal authorities,
before whom he was more than once, for other reasons,
arraigned; and as held by the more recent advocates of these
views, the sentiments and practices alluded to could not
have been verv obnozions to the Puritan divines in Massa-
chusetts, The town of Saagus had been organized only
three years before their arrival, and no church had been col-
lected and no minister had been seitled there. A few meetings
had been held for prayer and exhortation, and some of the
inhabitants had attended worship at Salem. The time of
their arrival was eleven vears and seven mouths after the
landing at Plymouth Rock (Dec. 11, 1620, O §.), and three
years and eight months afler the arrival of the first sefflers
al Salem.

¥I. REY, STEPIIEN DATCIIELDER,

The leader in this cempany, the Rev, Stephen Batchelder,
must have a special interest in our history, as the progenitor
of the family, on the mother’s side. He was born in
England in the year 1561, and was consequently, as Mr.
Winthrop says, 71 years of age when he reached Boston,
June 5, 1632, He had been well educated, had received
orders in the established church, and had gained considerable
reputation among his clercal brethren for learning and
ability. From dissatisfaction with the rites and institutions
of the chuorch, he had refosed conformity with the require-
menls of his superiors and had been deprived of his eccle-
siastical commission. Soon after he had left England,
and had gone with his family to Holland, where he had
resided several years. He then returnmed b Lowdon,

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and sailled from there March 9, 1632. His eldest
daughter had preceded him a few months, and seltled in the
new town of Saugus, to which he, with his six refatives and
adherents, immediately made his way. He at once consti-
tated them and some others in the place into a chureh, but
without installation, and without observing the forms which
were nsual on suck occasions and required by the civil
suthorities. Such an irregularity, however, was consistent
with the primary prineiples of independency advocated by
many, and whether jushified as a prineiple or excused as a
neglect, his ministry was continued there for three years,
Four children born before his arrival, one of whom was
Stephen, a son of his daughter Theodata Hussey, were
baptized by him, but after fonr manths, complaints began to
be heard of some irregularities in his eonduct, He was ar-
raigned hefore the Court, October 9th, and he was “required
to forbear exercising his gifts as a pastor or teacher
publicly in our patent (unless it be to those he brought
with him ) for his contempt of anthority, and until some scan-
dals be removed,” In the course of a few mantks, however,
he had so far sueceeded ia regaining the esteem of the people
that the Court removed its injunction (Mareh 4, 1633,) and
left him at liberly to resume his public services. The
dissensions, nevertheless, were continued, and some began
to guestion whether they were a church or not. On Lhe
withdrawal of certain persons from the communion, and
their refusaf to present their grievances in writing, he was
about to proceed to their exclusion, when a ecouncii of
ministers was called and decided that *‘although the chureh
had not heen preperly instituted, yet the mutoal exercise of
their religious duties had supplied the defect.” The diffi-
culties, however, did not cease, but rather increased, until
Mr. B., “perceiving no prospect of their lermination, re-
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guested a dismission for himself -and his first members,”
This was granted under the expectation that he would
desist from his ministry or remove from town, but when he
renewed his covenant with those who came with him from
England, and went on with his ministrations, the people
complained that such a course would frustrate their calling
another minister, and the magistrates forbade his proceeding.
Finding that he disregarded their injunction and refused to
appear before them, the magistrates sent the marshall and
brought him before lhe Court of Assistants at Boston, by
whom he was discharged on his engaging to leave the town
in three months. On May 6, 1635, he was admitted a free-
man, and removed first io lpswich, where he received a
grant of fifty acres of land and had the prospect of a settle-
ment; but some difficulties baving arisen he left the place,
and attempted, with some friends, to establish a colony at
Mattacheese, on the shore of Barnstabie Bay, where
Yarmouth is now situated. In the extremely cold winter
of 1637 he went on foot to that place, a distance of 100
miles, but finding the enterprise impracticable for want of
pecumiary rescurces, he relinquished it and went o New-
bury, where, on the 6th of July, 1638, the town made him
a grant of land. The General Court also, on the 6th of
September, gave him permission tosettle a town at Hampton,
a few miles north of Newburyport in New Hampshire. In
1639 the ichabitants of Ipswich voted to give him sixiy
acres of upland if he wounld reside with them, but he did
not accept of the proposal. On the 5th of July he and his
son-in-Jaw, Christopher Hussey, sold their houses and lands
in Newbnry for six score pounds and removed to Hampton,
where a fown wagz planted and a church was gathered. of
which Mr, B. became the minister. In 1640 the tewn
granted him 300 acres of land, and he presented them with
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a bell for their meetinghouse. There he was treated for
some time with great respect but finally dissensions eom-
menced 2nd the people were divided between bim and his
colleazue, Rev. Timothy Dalton. He was also accused of
an immorality before both the ecivil and the ecclesiastical
courts, which he at first flatly denied, but fimally acknowl-
edged and was excommunicated, - Soon after his house
took fire and was consumed, with all his property. In 16438
he was restored io communion but not lo hiz ministerial
office; and hence, in 1644, when the people of Exeler invited
him {o settle with them, the Court enjoined him against
accepting the invitation. In 1647 he was at Portsmouth,
where he remained three years. In 1650, being then 89
vears of age, and his second wife, Helena, being dead, he
married Mary, 3 woman whose subseguent covrse caused
him much trouble and seandal. They separated the first
¥ear, and both of them petitioned for a divorce, which was
not granted. Soon after this (in 1651) Mr. B. left the
country and returned te England, where he married his
fonrth wife, and in 1656 Mary again petitioned the Court to
be freed from her husband, who she said had left her
destitute with {wo diseased children. No record is given of
the action of the Court on this petition; but hefore this, and
about the time of her hushand'’s departure for England, the
records of York for October 15, 1651, show that she was
condemned to be publicly whipped, and to be branded
with the letter A, Mr. B. died at Hackney, near Londom,
in the one hundredth year of his age* Freeman says of
him:t “Feam all that we gather out of wuvh that was

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written of him by his contemporaries, we infer that he was
learned, and, in the judgment of charity, a good man, but
that his whole life was singularly complicated with incidents
of trial.” In estimating his character we must take into
consideration the peculiar spirit and agitations of the times,
when the boldest innovations in opinion and practice were
received on the one side with favor, and on the other, and
especially on the side of the ruling powers, with intolerance
and misrepresentation. Mr. Prince says that “Mr. B, was
a man of fame in his day, a gentleman of learning and
ingenuity, and wrote a fine and corions hand."*

He had four sous and three daughters. Theodata married
Chrislopher Hussey, who removed to Hampton, and is
probably the ancestor of the numerous family of that
name in Rhode Island. Deborah married John Wing and
went with him to Sandwich, The lhird daughter married
John Sanborn, whose three sons are said to have come over
with their grandfather. Two of the sons, Francis and
Stephen, remained in London. Henry went to Reading
and had a son Henry, of Lynn; and Nathanael removed to
Hampton where, in 1656, he matried first Deborak Smith,
secund, widow Mary Wyman and third Ehzabeth .
and had seventeen children. Susanna Batchelder, one of the
descendants of this Nathanael, married, Jule 20, 1738,
Ebenezer Webster (born at Hamptor October 10, 1714),
the grandfather of Daniel Webster.¥ Farmer tells us that
Nathanael's descendunts are numerous in Rockingham

doubtless 2 man of seriocus faults, but that the chureh in
Exeter could not have believed in his guilt at Hampton, and
that his zealous advocacy of the claims of New Hampshire
against Massachusefts may have had some influence in
prejud]cmg the people of the latter against him.

FIRST GENERATION.

1. JORX WING OF SANDWICH.

1. JOHN WING was the original progenitor of nearly
all who bear the name in America so far as they are known
to us, Noiking iz known of him before his arrival at
Boston and his residence at Sangus (Lynn), except that he
had married Deborah, the second daoghler of Siephen
Batchelder. and was one of that minister’s campany, Some
have iuferred thal he had been with hiz falher-in.law
during lils soiourn jn Holland, and that he had some near
conneclion with the Rev. John Wing, whom we have
memiioned us the pastor of an Euglish congregation in
Flushiug, In the Provinee of Zealand, in Hoiland, He does
pot wpperwr Lo have heen, any more thun lis assoclates,
pussessed of preuniary means beyond what were requisite
for his voyage. and when a removal fiom Saugus became
desirable, hiz aim was to find a suviteble home on the
cheaper lands beyond the limils of the older settlements.
He was probably one of (he nomber who performed the
jeurney with Mr. Batehelder for the setltement of the Mﬂtla-
eheese, und though that enterprise failed, he perhaps then
became acquainted with the region afterwards known as the
Peninsula of Cape Cod. The land there was perhaps no
more inviling for agricoltural purposes than that which thep
generally engrossed attention within the jurisdiction of the
Massachusetts Bay Colony, bat it had some advantuges for
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fishing purposes, it was not encumbered by heavy forests, it
was easy of cultivation, it might be had free by all acceptable
cecupants, and the Indians in possession of it were remark-
able for their uniform friendship for the English. It was
within (he jurisdiction of the Plymouth Colony, though
beyond the Lmits of any organized town. About ten vears
helore (16273, a trading house bad been located at a place
ealled Manomet, at the head of Buzzard's Bay, with the view
of mazintaining commeree with the southern coast and of
avoiding the dungerous navigation around the Cape; but for
some reason the enterprize had been abandoned, or was
confined fo the business of mere transpoctation. In the
year 1637 Mr. Edward Freeman* and nine others whe had
been residents al Sanzus, formed an association “to erect a
plantation or town within the precioets of his Majesty’s
Gerneral Couret at Plymouth,™ and near the neck of land
belween the opposite shores of Barnstable and Buszard's

Bays. On the third day of April, in the same year, the
General Court at Plymouth gave to these persons the right
to form said plantation or lown, “and to receive in more
inhabitants to them according to ovder, and duly to dispose
of said lands lo such as were vr should be orderly admitted
to them in said township.”” They were scon on the ground,
and with them about ity others who were ealled “asso-

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ciztes,” chiefly from Saugus, Duxbury and Plymouth. The
names of Edward Freeman and Edward Dillingham appear
among the original “Ten men of Saugus,” and the name of
Jobn Wing occurs as the 45th in the list of their first asso-
ciales. Nearly ajl {those mentioned took families with them,
and by the terms of the aect granting them permission to
celile none were allowed lo become housekeepers or to huild
any coltage or dwelling to reside singly or alose, or if iheir
characters weie not acceptable fo the Governor. Church
mewhership, communion at the Lord's Table and a regutar
attendance npon and a proper suppert ef public worship at
authorized places were indispensable requisites to becoming
a freeman.  The whole body of freemen in the town had
the right to devide hy vole whether any one should be admitted
a member of their eommunily, subject, however, lo the
revisiun of the Governor and his Assistants. A sofficient
quantily of land was granted o the criginal asscciation to
provide liberuily for lhree score families, according to the
number and ability of each householder’s jamily. Under
tkie direclion of comnmittees appointed by the Court the true
bounds of every inliabitant’s land were laid out and ordered.
In 1851, when the condilions on which the grant of the
township was made had been complied wilh, a deed of the
plantation was executed by the Governor to Mr, Freeman,
whao then made convevances to his associates. The town
was ineorporaled as early as 1639, and the lndian pame of
Shawme was exchanged for that of Sandwich. In addition
to these private ~holdings,” cerfain meadows or marshy
lands on the shore near the town were left for the grazing
of caftle, as lown's eommons, and controlled by the town as
such. In lime these became the property of the represenia-
tives of the origiral Ireemen. Other woodlands were at
Frst free for every one to obtain from them timber and fuel
for privale use, izt not for exporiation.
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In what pact of the township Jokn Wing had hiis residence
it is now perhaps impossibie to determine. The old tradi-
tional home of one branch of the family for- subsequent
generations was situated about a mile from the present
village of Sandwich, near a siream of water between lwo
beautiful ponds, and on a highland overlocking the lower
sheet of water and the town. This seems as likely as aoy
other spot to have heen selected as his residence. No more
attractive location could be found in the town. Very
probably the limits of the lower pond have been much
increased in later years by a dam thrown across its outlet,
by which power has been gained for mills and other manu-
facturing establishments; buf even before this enlargement
the scenery from that point must have been more than
commonly fine. A number of furms are silvated upon the
neck of land between the iwo ponds (Jurmetty known as
“Wolf-trap Neck'), some of which have bezen in the
possession of John's descendants until the present time
The exact spot, however, which has generally been regarded
as the original home of the progenitor is an eminence near
the point where the stream from the spper pond falls into
the lower, and since oecupied as a factory for nails. Near
the present building is an artificial cavily about {iftesn feet
square and several leet deep, which muast once have been 2
cellar, and is even now surrcunded by a few very ancient
fruit and ormamental frees. The buaildings which once
were over and near it are gone, with every other relic of
them, and the mansion which has been ke residence of his
deseendants is situated about 200 rods westward, The farm
which has usually been connected with this homestead
cansists of two or three hundred acres of vafvable land up
the stream and aleng the borders of the lower pond.
Immedialely before il across the sheet of water, which lies
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in the form of a semiericle about a mile in length, and
within the are of the semicircle, is an ancient cemetery,
where the earlier inhabitauts were buried On {he outer
and right margin of the lower end of the pond lies the main
village, consisting principally of one street, along which are
a grist mill, marble works, the town kall, an academy, several
chburches, a Masonic hall and iwe or three hotels. This
part of the town has remained without essential alteration
from the most ancient period of which we have any account,

In 1638, almost immediately on the seittlement of the
town a church was formed, and there can be no doubt that
public worelLip was meintained there from the very first. A
rude building for that purpose mwust have heen at once
erceted, fov as carly as in 1644 the one which was used for
worehip was calied e uld meeting house.” The ministers
of that day in all the towns were invariably men of respec-
table talenls oud learning, such as every- here commanded
eotifidence aied respeet.  There was sometliing, however, in
the disposition of the original inhahitants of Sundwich whiek
was unfavorable to the harmony and growth of lie original
congregation  The experience which seme of them had had
at Saugus was perhaps ill adapted to make- them cordial in
its suppert.  Even if the sirict laws in relation to com-
munion and ministerial subsistence and allendance upon
poblic worship were observed, it is evident that a consider-
able degree of lazness was from the very first aliowed. The
freemen of the town were more than once censured by the
General Court for allowiog persons to seitle and reside
among them whose views were looked upon as disorderly.
The stipends were poorly paid and often were reluctantly
collected, the minister complained that few attended wpon
Lis ministralions and serious dissensions prevailed zmong
the people. In one instance these are spoken of as caused
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by a party which had once been under the influence of
Stephen Batchelder. The town authorilies are said to have
been unwitling, or from the state of publie feeling unable to
enforce the laws relating lo public worship, and what were
called irregularities. Some of the most respectable inhahi-
tants, like Mr. Edward Freetnan and Edward Dillingham,
among tle original associates, were complained of hefore |
the Court and fined. An early record of the church shows
only eleven male memkbers, and neither in this nor in any
subsequent notice of the busiuese of the chureh does the
name of Jehn Wing nor any of his family for many vears
appeat. They had probably all been communicantz at
Saugus, and they were doubtless decidedly reiigious people,
but inclined v grcater freedont in worship and in ecelesi-
asiical affalrs, We shall see thal this spirit scou took a
direction which led a large portion of the fumily to forsake
the church and the forms of worship established by the civi
authority. '

Very little ean be learned from the meagre records of the
town, the chiurch or tiie general colony regarding the family
Listory of John Wing. He apoears to have been a pluin
mean of ordinary intelligence, never aspiring te pohtical
distinction, and only ambitious to coltivate his land and
decently to bring up hiz family. In a few instances.
however, his name occurs on the records of the General
Court as one weli qualified for publie business. In 1641 Le
is allowed six acres for his share of the meadow lauds heid at
first in common, but divided after wards annually for the use of
the inhabitants ia severalty.  On another ocession he was
concerned in the construction of a road conuecting Suudwich
with the earlier settlemnents. For some time the people had
been obliged either {o reduce their corn to meal by the slow
and laboricus Indian process by means of a mortar and
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pestle, or trausporf it all the way to Plymouth on their own
ghoulders or on the back of a horse or cow. Tradilion
points nut the old Indian path by which the pecple on the
Cape thus wearily conveyed their grist to and from Plymouth.
In 1652 the Court appeinled a jury of thirteen persons to
lay out the mosl convenienl track (6r a road from Sandwich
lo Plymouth. John Wing was the seventh on this list.
The jury was empanelled three days afterwards (Feb. 27)
and commenced their work, but two years from that lime
the road was not completed, and *both Plymouth and
Sandwich were presented for not having the country bigh-
way between {hese places cleared so as to be passable for
man and horse.” [Bome apprehensions bepan early fo be
felt thal the Indians of the West were hostilely inclined
toward the selllers, and a law wns enacted to prevent ell
Indians frym baving the nse of firc-urms. A number of
persous were compluined of {abont 1642) for allowing
Inidlians o uee such weapons even in huuting.  Among these
were the Assistant Governor Freeman and Johr Wing for
lending gnns o Indians, The date of John Wimg's or of
his wile's dealh is not recorded.  7The first part of the Book
of Records ut Randwich either lias been lost, or was
originally su defective that very Jittle cau be made of them.
The clerk of gach town in the coloby was by law 1equived
to Leep a ful} vegister of all the births, marriages and deaths
which oeceorred-in his town, and these records form a
valuable reposilory to which antiguarians and genealogisis
¢an now resort, but no public enactinents could seenre them
against the negligence or the unskilfulness of the officials,
the remissness of those who ought to have reported the
facts or.ihe mwages of fire in later times. Even the wills of
many of the older setilers, from which much information
might huve been gained, are not nnfrequently unrecorded in
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the county records. A very good idea, however, may be
cobtained of the commoa life and manners of fhe people from
the tradilions and literature which have come down to us.
The solemn seriptaral siyle of speaking, the long besrds and
short hair, the stogular fashion of dress for both men. and
women, the kind of houses—of which a few specimens still
remain on the (ape,—the Jarge fires “kindled by fat pine”’
in the immense chimneys, the food consisting so much of
fish and maize, the *meetings on the Lord's Day,”-the —
town and church meetiogs, in which eguality and liberty

found their utmost expression, the quaint laws which in

solemn phrase extended fo the minutest detnils of soeial

and woral conduct, the prolix style of preaching and the

long public and private prayess, the pnblic whippings in

the piliety, confinement in the stocks and eXposures in the

public assemblies for privale offences and the searlet letter-

markings on the garments, or the brandings in the fage for

shameful crimes, are all proofs of & slate of society utterly

passed away. The family of which we are treating wasamong

the most advaneed in its opposition to such excesses. Bata .
visitor on the Cape even al the present day will easily discover
better representatives of this singulav ruce than can be found

pechaps in any cther part of the world. The streams of
immigration which have swept by them on each hand have

left here remnants of an original stoek, whose influence has

been deeply imoressed upoen the putional character. Poor

as the soil and severe as the skies may have been in that

region, the men and women which it has senl forth have

doné rauch to shape the destinies of this nation,

The number of children had by John and Deborah Wing
remaios a mailer of some uncertzinty. We have ne
evidence that he had any daughters, and very little to make
us suspect that he had more than three sops. A vague
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tradition relates that one son, Matthew, came with the
family 10 America, but retirned and died in England. All
our reliable accounts, however, speak oniy of Daniel, John
and Stephen, who came with him in the same vessel, and
acecompanied lim until his set{lement in Sandwich.*

iL. ROBERT WING, OF BOSTON.

2. ROBERT WING. In April 1634, we find re-
corded the arrival a4 Boston of the ship Franeis, John Cuiting,
master, with a number of passengers whose names and ages
are given. Among lkese are mentioned Robt. Winge aged 60,
and his wife, Judith, aged 43, who presenied a certificate
signed by* Thos. Clere, Sec., Philip Browne Pr. Custr., and
Ed. Maon, Compt.,” that they had taken *the oath of aliegiance
and supremacy at his Majesty’s Custom House before his Maj-
esty’s officers at Ipswich, in the County of Svffolk, England,
according to the order of the Lords and others of his Majesty's
most Honorable Privy Council,” This was one year and nine
months later than the arrival of Stephen Batchelder and hus
company on the same ship and probably from Lhe same port,
Whether there was any near relationship hetween 1his Rob-
ert and John Wing has not yet been ascertained. He
seftled at Boston where his wife Judith soon died, and he

married Joan or Johanna, who survived him. In 1647 he
prayed the General Court for release from a fine which had
for some reason been imposed on him, and for relief in his
circumstaneces, inasmuch as he was “now above 80 years old
with nothing to live on, and having foursmall children.” Sav-
age suggests that aceording to this he had grown old rather
rapidly since bis arrival in America, and that one or two of
his children must have died, since the births and baptisms of
not less than six are menti ned in the public records. The
latter suggestion is probable, but the other discrepancy may
be accounted for by the fact that in public registers round
numbers are frequently used and perfect accuracy is not
often studied. On the 21st day of the ninth month, 1651,
“ Thomas Walker of Boston and Elizabeth Baker, wife to
Alezander Baker, of Boston, deposed thaf Robert Winge,
late of Boston, being on his deathbed sent for them and said
in their presence that he would leave sli he had into his
wife's hands, praying her to be good to his children : that
this was three days before he died and thut this was his last
will and testament. It was aecordingly ordered that Johan-
na Wing, wife to Robert Wing, deceased, shall be respousi-
ble to the four children she had by him. Edward Rawson,
Recorder.” The inventory of his estale was found lo be
£124 Ts. 6d. The names of his children by Jochanna were ;
John, born July 22, 1637; Hannah, born Feb. 14, 1640 ;
Jacob, born July 31, 1642 ; all baptized October 18, 1642 ;
Elizabeth, born July 5, 1644 ; Joseph, born Oct 13, hap-
tized Nov. 1, 1646 ; and Benjamin, baplized Feb. 18, 1649,
aged seven days.*

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As we have no very connected account of Robert Wing's
descendants, it may be as well for us to give in this place
what we have in relation to them.

3. JOHN, tae oldest son of Robert and Joanna Wing (2)
was a shopkeeper and a sea captain in Bostor and appears
to have been a very thrifty and energetic man. He was able
as early as 1674 to give a bond for £4200, secured by a
mortgage on what was called the * Castle Tavern,” a valua-
ble property in Boston near the Common, which was dis-
charged in three years. He was also the owner of a * man-
sion, brew house, stable and other buildings in Boston near
the Castle Tavern.” In his will dated Feb 24, 1701, pro-
bated March 12, 1702 or 1703, he styles himself * a mari-
ner,” and ‘ gives, devises and hequeaths to his son John
and to his heirs and assigos forever” some “housing and
land lying near the town dock in Boston, together with a
brick messnage thereon standimg, formerly known hy the
name of the George Tavern and all the edifices therennto
belonging, which [ have sinee bnilt upen the said land,
which in the whole cost me about £3400, and which have
a charge or incumbrance upon them of £1000 due to Mr.
Wm. Brown, and is now possessed by Wm. Pemberton.”
This latter property was made over by his son John by deed
dated April 9, 1708, to said Wm. Pemberton. The will
also makes mention of his wife Joshabeth, his sons Robert,
John and Ebenezer, his daughters Sarah Tomlin and Eliza-
beth Dowell, and his grandchildren Sarah and Thomag
Tomlin and James Dowell. In the will of John Baker John
Wing is named the * masler and commander of the ship
“Hercules” which was afterwards lost. A streel in Beston
now called Elm Street, was long called Wing's and still
earlier Hodson's Lane, from the soccessive owners of the
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mausion, brewhouse, &c., above mentioned, located upon -
this street, He was in 1675 an Ensign (under Capt. Daniel
Hinchman), a Lieutenant in 1683, and a Captain in 1684-5
irt the Honorable Artillery Company of Boston. He married
Joshabeth, a daughfer of James Davis. a mariner, a member
of the church, and a freeman in Boston in 1635, His chil-
dren were: John, born Aug. 14, 1660, died Aug. 26, 1660 ;
Joanna, born Sept. 4 1662 ; Sarah, born May 3, 1664 ;
(these three died young ;) Sarah again born Feb. 9, 1666;
Joshabeth, born Dec. 15, 1667 ; Ebenezer, born Oct. 13,
1669 ; Elizabeth, born Sepl. 19 1671 ; Robert, born Sept.
8,1673; John again born Aug. 7, 1678 ; and Joanna again
born Nov. 25, 1680,

dohn Langley, of Providence, Rhode Island, in a record
keptby himsel€ under date of 1810 says : ' My grandmother
whose maiden name was Mary King, wss born Feb. 4, 1676.
She married — Wing, and their first son Robert was
born Dec. 20, 1699, 1 am satisfied that the descendants of
said Wing have resided at Little Chaptank, or vicinity, in
Virginia, for nearly a century."* On the 18ih of March,
1639, the Court * allowed Goodman Winge sixpence for at-
tendance at am inguest respecting the death of Peter
Fitchew.”'t

4, HANNAH, the davghter of Robert and Joanna
Wing (2), married Jedediah Lombard, May 20, 1668, and had
Jedediah born Deec. 25, 1689 (who married Hannah Davis
Nov. 8, 1669); Thomas born June 22, 1671; Hannah,
born Aug. 1673 ; and Experience born April 1877.

7. DANIEL, the eldest son of Jobn and Deborah
Batchelder Wing (1) of Sandwich, came with his father from
England, and accompanied him until he was settled at
Sandwich. They resided near one another, and perhaps in
the same house. In 1640, June 28, Andrew Hallett, being
about to remove lo Yarmouth, conveyed certain Janded prop-
erly to Daniel Wing, the instrument heing witnessed by
John Wing and Edward Dillingham. This was undoubtedly
a farm in the immediate neighborhood of the paternal man-
sion. The house in which he resided was probably not far
from the spot which we bave supposed to be the residence
of his father. With his brothers he was enrolled in 1643
among those who were at that {ime between the ages of 16

‘and 60, and therefore liable to bear arms. Even at this
early period “ some apprehensions of hostile movements on
the part of the Narragansetts on the west of the Bay which
now bears their name, began to be entertained, and the
people were called upon for military drills and equipments.
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In Sandwich as well as in Plymouth and other places,
fwelve or more persons “were enjoined to bring their
muskets with shof and powder every Lord’s Day to the
meating with their sword and furniture to every piece, ready
for serviee if need should require.” The taking of fish was
an important matter in the commerce of the town and the
profits of the leases of the Herring River, and the cutting up
of whales and other large fish which had escaped after being
wounded from their pursuers and been stranded upoun the
shores of the Bay, were no inconsiderable item in defraying
the expenses of the schools. Accordingly in 1652 “an
agreement was made with Daniel Wing and Michae] Black-
well for the taking of the fish in Herring River:” and it was
ordered that Edmund Freeman, Daniel Wing and four
others who are named “shall take care of all the fish that
Indians shall cat up within the limits of the town, so as to
provide safely for if, and shali dispose of the fish for the
town’s use; also, that if any man that is an iohabitant shall
find a whale and report it to any of these six men, he shall
have a double share; and that these six men shall take care
to provide laborers and whatever is needful, so that whalever
whales either Indizn or white man gives nofice of, they may
dispose of the proceeds fo the lown's use, to be divided
erqually to every inhabitant.”

An earlier building of a mill for the accommuodativn of the
inhabitants, having failed, in 1654, four persons were
engaged to build one, “the town paying iwenly pounds;”
and this sum was at onee voluntarily subseribed by Daniel
Wing and fwenty-one other inhabitants. This and another
mill were soon after erected, and millers were appointed by
the town *to grind and have the toll for their pains.”

It was during the year 1655 that the names of Daniel
Wing and a number of the prominent citizens of Sandwich
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are first mentioned in connection with a serious religions
dissension in the town. From the first settlement of the
plaee, its inhabitants were looked upon by the anthorities at
Plymouth, as more than commonly indifferent to the execu-
tion of the laws in favor of uniformity in worship, Many
persons had been subjected fo fines for speaking disrespect-
folly of the laws, and of the mode of conducting publie
worship, So great became the falling off of attendauce upon
the ministrations of Mr. Leverich, the first minister, that,
(about 1854) he concluded to leave the place, and for nearly
twenty years the people were destitute of a regular pastor.
In the meantime Mr, Richard Bourne and Mr. Thomas
Tapper, persons “of a religious turn of mind, and possessed
of some powers of public speaking but without a regular
ordination,” conducted the services on the Lord's day.
“Kach of them had his party, and each was the occupant of
the pulpit according as he might have the most adberents.”
The congregation had become much reduced in numbers,
and was not formally divided though distracted by factions.
Oue pertion of them are said to have been tinged with fanati-
cism and were much blamed for driving away the late pastor.
Another portion is said to have been disgusted with such a
state of things and to have mainly withdrawn from public
worship. These last are said by Rev. Mr, Fessenden, the
minister of Sandwich 1722-46, to have embraced *Antino-
mian and Familistical errors, under the ministry of Stephen
Batchelder, the first minister of Lynn.” And yet Daniel
Wing's name appears with eighteen others of the most re-
gpectable and conservative of the church members, attached
to a call given about 1655-6, to some person engaged as a
temporary supply. The call was entered upon the regular
minutes of that time though it is now withont seperseription
indicating to whom it was addressed or ils precise date,
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Such nolices prepare us to appreciate the position of
Danie! Wing and others who acted with him in political and-
religious affairs. As early as 1648, a general movement
was made throughout the Plymouth Colony in behalf of tol-
eration. A petition was extensively signed and presented
to the General Court “to allow and maintain full and free
tolerance of religion fo all men that wonld preserve the civil
peace and submit to government” It was supporied by
numbers of the Deputies, and by a large portion of the in-
habitants of Sandwich. It was however overraled by the
arbitrary act of Gov. Bradford. 1In 1654, it is recorded that
“the people of both colonies began about this time to be
indifferent to the ministry, and to exercise their own gifts,
doubting the utility of public preaching.” Up to this time
Daniel acted with the church of Sandwich, and his cootri-
bations were among the largest in the support of Mr. Lever-
ich and in the repairs of the parsonage. His name does not
appear among the opponents of that minister, and the prob-
ability is that he was one of those who were offended at the
proceedings which resalted in the long vacancy. In 1657,
“the people calied Qnakers” made their first appearance in
Sandwich. In Bowden's “History of the Society of Friends
in America,” it is mentioned that two English Friends named
“Christopher Holden and dohm Copeland came to Sandwich
on the 20th of 6th month, 1657, and had a number of meetings,
and that their arrival was hailed with feelings of satisfaction by
many who had long been burdeped with a lifeless ministry
and dead forms in religion. But the towa had its advocates
of reliigous intolerance and no small commotion ensued.”
The Governor issued a warrant for their arrest, but when a
copy of the warrant was asked for hy Wm. Newland at
whose house the meetings had been held, it was refused
and its execulion was resisted. A severe rebuke and 8 fine
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was then inflicted vpon them, The two prisoners were
sentenced to be whipped, but the selectmen of the town de-
clined to act in the case and the marshal was abliged to lake
them o Barnslable to find a magistrate willing to comply
wilh the order. Tradition reports thal many meelings were
held at a secluded spot in the woods which from the
preacher's christian name was afterwards known as “Chris-
topher's Holiow.” Numerons complainis were made against
divers persons in Bandwich for “meetings at private houses
and inveighing against magistrates;” and several men and
women were publicly whipped for “disturbing public worship,
for abusing ihe ministers,” for *“encouraging”™ others in
holding meelings, for “entertaining the preachers and for
unworthy speeches.” Daniel Wing, with three others, was
arrested “for lamultoous carriage al & meeting of Quakers ™
and severely [ined, though there is no evidence that a single
Quaker, besides the preachers, was present, and it is certain
that neither of these persons professed at that time any
adherence to the new sect.* Daniel and Slephen Wing
refused to take the “oath of fidelity,” nol on the ground that
they declined all oaths, but because this particular cath
pledged themn to assist in the execution of an intolerant
enactment. Indeed. so generally were the laws against free
worship eondemned in Sandwich, that the constable was
“ynable lo discharge his duty by reason of many disturbent
persons there residiog,” and it was enacted that “a marshal

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be chasen for such service in Sandwich, Barnstable and

Yarmouth.” In 1658 a list was made out by the Governor

and other magistrates of “certain persens whe refused to

take the vath of fidelity,” and for that reason had no legal

right to act as inhabilants. They were, therefore, each fined

five pounds to the colony's use, and it was ordered that

each and every one of them should henceforth have no’
power to act in any town meeting till beller evidence

appeared of their legal admiltance, nor to claim title or

interest in any town privileges as town’s men, and Lhat ne

man should henceforth be admilted an inbabitant of
Sandwich, or enjoy the privileges thereu!, without the

approbation of lhe church and of Mr. Thomas Prince (the

Governor), or of the assisiants whom they shall choose,

Many were simmoned to Plywouth to account for nons

attendance upon public worship, and distraints were exacted

from these recusants in Sandwich lo satisly for fines to the

amount of six hundred and sixty pounds. Of these fines

Daniel Wing paid not fess lhau twelve pounds.

Up to this time Daniel Wing, wita others who aeted with
him appear simply a3 ftiends of toleration and resislers of
an oppressive law. Butl it was not long before he and most
of these sympathizers became active canverts to the persecuted
sect. *ln 1658 no less than eighteen families in Sandwich
recorded their names" in one of the documents of the
Society. Writers of Lhat period (1658-60) say: “We
have two strong places in this land, the one at Newport and
the other at Sandwich; almost th : whole town of Sandwich
is adhering towards them,” and the Records of Monthly
Meetings of Friends show thal *the Sandwich Monthly
Meeting was the fiest established in America.,” Its records
exlend as far back as 1672, which is earlier than any other
known in this country. It was not unlil the accession.of
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King Charles the Second (about 1664) that these proceed-
ings against the QQuakers weve discontinued by the royal
order, and the most obnexious laws were repealed in the
colony of Plymouth, when we are told that “the Quakers
bucame the mast peaceful, industrions and moral of all the
religions sects.”” In the fervor of religious zeal, and while
smarting under severe injuries, they doublless at this early
period provoked the authorities by indiscretions which none
of their successors in the faith would allempt to justify, and
yet every descendant of the Puritans must regret that those
who had themselves suffered so much for their conscientious
-conviclions should have inflicted such severities upon
dissenters from their own views.

In 1658 the true bounds of every inhabitanl's lands were
laid ont and ordered by the General Court, so that the lands
might be brought lo record. There were fifty-five such
owners whose names are recorded, among whom Daniel
and Stephen Wing are mentfioned. According to some
records Daniel died in the year 1664, hut Freeman and
Savage make his death five years earlier (1659). His will
was daled May 3, 1658, but as one of his children was
born in 1660 and anuther later in the year 1664, we agree
wilh the Piymouth records in placing his death near the latter
date. He married, 9th waonth, 5, 1641, Hannah, a danghler
of Joho Swift. The Swifts were numercus in the western
part of the town, especially at Scusset (West Sandwich),
where 20 ion was for many years kept by one of the name,
of such notoriety as to give the place itsell a considerable
repulation  Hannah died Dwee. 1st, 1664, soon after the
birth of her youngest child. Her father’s will, dated the
twelfth day of Lhe eighth month, 1662, bequeaths certain
amounls to Samuel and John, the sons of his daughler
Hannah; and the inventory of his property was made May
1, 1666, by Stephen Wing and Stephen Skiffe,

The descendants of Daniel and Siephen Wing have
nearly all been connected with the saciety calling themselves
Friends. The place in Sandwich where they have from the
first worshiped is vear Spring Hill, about three miles
eastward from the central village. There in the midst of a
thickly settled peighborhood of the same faith now rises the
neat and commodious house of worship, which bas succeeded
one ar two less cuslly structures before it. It has no spire,

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but being on an eminence can be seen from afar. It is
-divided inlo two parts, for lhe men and women respectively,
and a partition is =0 coolrived that it can be let down
between them on such occasions as reguire separate
meetings. The seais which are cecupied by the ministers
are three in number, gradually ascending one above the
other, exlending on each side of this partition, and divided
by it, so as to accommodale the male and female preachers.,
On the days when the writer was present (1874), the house
was well filled with intelligent worshipers, and the
preachers’ seats were ocenpied by about a dozen men and
women of a venerable and devout aspect, inhabilants of
Sandwich, and during the week engaged in ordinary
employments. Here for six generations this people have
worshiped God accordiog to their simple forms, little affected
by the changes of the onter world, and sincerely witnessing
for their original principles. Even during our first Reve-
lutionary and the late Civil Wars, though they showed in
many ways on which side their warm sympathies were,
Lhey could not be induced to act inconsistently with their
peculiar tenets. In 1692 the liberty of ecnscience which
had been secured to them only by royal order. was
guaranteed by the new charier, and they were no longer
called upon to support other esfablishments. Near the
house of worship are two cemeteries, the oldest of which is
now filled with graves, which, however, are invisible above
the smooth green torf, in accordance with the principle
formerly enterfained that monuments and inseriptions were
lco generally expressions of an ostentalious and flattering
spirit. In the more recently consiructed graveyard low
tombslones arve allowed, on which may be inscribed only
the names of the deceased with the dates of their birth and
death. We seek in vain, lherefore, to identify the precise
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spot in which the dusl of any one of the family in its earlier
generations now reposes. We only know 1hat within that
ancient enclosure are probably buried more of the name
than can be found in any other in America.*

8. JOHN, the second son of Jobo and Deborah
Batchelder Wing (1) of Sandwich, was born in England
and came to America with his father in 1632. His age at
that time is not knowa, and we have no means of learning
it from any subseguent dates. He went with his father and
brothers from Saugus to Sandwich on lhe first selllement of
the latter town, but must have left home at an early period
to form a new setllement on the Cape, eastward. The town
of Yarmouth was incorporated in 1639, but in the lasl
month of the same year Barnstable was set off between it
and Sandwich. It extends from Barnstable Bay or Lhe
north to the sound on the south. A part of its northern
shore was originally called Mallacheese from an Indian
tribe residing there, on whose lands his maternal grand-
father, Rev Stephen Batchelder, had, with a few friends,
made a fruitless attempt to form a selilement.

The precise date of his removal cannot be determined, as
the early records of the town of Yarmouth were, in 1674,
destroyed by fire and the first twenty pages of the Harwicht
records are entirely lost. From incidental nolices in the

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records of the Court of Plymouth and at Barnstable we
gather a few items The Rrst reference of any interest to
our history is under the date of March 1st, 1659, as follows ;
“The Court, taking notice that John Wing is erecting a
building in a place that is out of the bounds of the township,
and conceiving that such practices if permitted may prove
prejudicial to the whole, do order that the said John Wing,
and others that have done or shall do so, be prohibited to
persist therein until it be forlber cleared to what township
such lands helong on which they build." This order refers
to a requirement of that period, that ne persons should
sellle upon lands which were not included within the
chartered limils of towns, and under the permission of the
Court and body of freemen incorporaled by the government.
There was some doubt whether Sautucket, the place at
which John Wing had commeaced building, was wilhin
the limits which had been given to Yarmouih towoship,
and until Lthat question had been decided it was deemed
proper lo prohibit its seitlement. As, however it was
reputed to be, and was soon afterwards preved to be within
Ihe chartered limils of the township, Joha Wing had already
begbin to build aud soon established himself there. Indeed
there are 2ome indications that for an indefinite ime before
this he had purchased and lived upon a piece of land in the
vicinity. [t was in the northern part of ihe town, in the
neighborhood of the sea coast. The Indians were then.and
for sume time aflerwards numerons in that region, but they
were peaceable and never engaged in any hostile proceed-
ings againsl the English. The precise spot on which John
Wing settled is supposed to have been a high piece of land
surrounded by swawp or meadow land, subsequently called
“Wing's Island,” about a mile northeast of the present lown
of Brewsler. It was doubtless selected on account of ils
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fertility and adaptalion to the grazing of caitle. Freeman
calls him and Lieut John Dillingham (also from Sandwich)
“Jarge land owners." The line on the east of Brewster, for
a long time called “Wing's Line,” was the base of fulure
surveys, and indicates a {ract of land extending across the
peminsula from the northern to the southern coast. A large
pond alsu in Brewster bears the name of Wing to the
present tume. In 1677, al a town meeting May 30, “the
townsmen of Yarmouth did forewarn Joho Wing and our
neighbers of Rawlucket from purchasing any lands in the
bounds of our township of any Indian, or to {ake any
possession thereol from them as being conirary to Courl
order.’ The order here relerred to was one which
prohibited any private purchases from the aboriginal
possessers of the soil; in the first place because no private
Indian was reatly the owner of tribal lands in severally, and
it the second place beecause advantage was often taken of
Indians by selfish and dishonest persons. It appears, how-
ever, that some transactions of this kind were allowed,
especially with certain chiefs or sachems, who were actual
owners of iodividual properly. The very transaclion here
alluded to was subsequently allowed, and became the legal
title 1o a large body of lana, In the Book of Evidences of
lands for the jurisdiction of New Plymouth there is recorded
a deed of land, of which the following is the purport, viz:
On the first of March 1676-7, John Wing and John
Dillingham, is beball of themselves and others associated
with them, (viz: Thomas Clarke, Keuelm Winslow, Paul
Sears and Ananias and Joseph Wing,) purchased of Robin
(Endian), of Maltacheese, and Sarah his wife, daughter of
Nepaitan* sachem of Mailacheese, of Samson, of Nobscusset,

+*Nepaltan was a cluief ander Mussasoft, the principal spchem of tha
‘Wanpanoags, a frierdly tribe of Indiuns which hzd jovisdietion over
g1l the Indlans along the santh shore of Mussachusetia Bay, He be-
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and Panasamust his wife, and of Ralph of Nobscussef, and
Menetatomust his wife, olher daughters of Nepaitan; all
that tract of land, both upland and meadow, which they
bad in common or partnership lying in Saguefucket in the
liberties of Yarmouth between the place commonly called
Bound Brook on the west, and the middle of Saguetucket
river on the east. In this parchase John Wing was to have
a third part of four shares, Dillingham two shares, Clarke
one share, Winslow two shares, and Ananias and Joseph
Wing each onethird of four shares. The division was
made and the land was deeded to each April 16, 1677-8.
The original deed iz said to be in the possession of Amos
Ofis, Esq., but a copy of it in full has been taken by the
writer. The land lies within the limils of the present
townghip of Brewsler and is said to be among the most
valuable in that vicinity. On the 15tk of March, 1680, it
appears from the town records that an agreement was made
“with our neighhors, the parchasers or proprietors of the
land between Stoney Brook and Bound Brook, subsequently
signed by Ananias Wing, Paul Sears, Kenelm Winslow and
John Dillingham, jun., on the one part, and by John
Thacher and others an behalf of the town.,” Thiz was
probably the final settlement of the queslion between the
town and the association in lhe above mentioned purchase,

longed to & tribe which went by the name of Mattachoesetts or Matts.
choeese, He with another chief of the same tribe with their heirs and
asslgns had been guaranteed the possession of a large pareel of land
*hardering to the seswards between Hound Brook and the Santacket
RBiwer; provided they should live upon the same, and if they should
evar ecll the same, shonld sell it to the Inhabitants of Barnatable
before any other,” Freeman, Vol.L pp. 156-60. Thenames of Robin
and Samson frequently appear in the Indisn history of those times
and slways in acts of friendship toward the white settlers. See
Drake's Book of the Indians, Book TE, p. 47,
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The vears 1675-6 were memorable for the war with the
Indians commonly called Philip's war. In conmsequence of
the friendly attitude which had always been maintained by
the tribes on the Cape, the inhabilanls there were not
malested al their homes, but they were subjected lo severe
losses bolh of men and mongy for the sapply of troops.
John Wing was a-sessed, in 1778, “towards the charge in
the late war, five pounds, sixteen shillings and three pence.”

No traces are now perceptible of the residence in which
John Wing lived for more than forty years. His first wife’s
pame was Elizabeth, and Savage thinks that he found her
in Saugus (Lyon). She was the mather of all his ¢hildren
She was probably the person meant in the record of
Yarmouth, which says: “Jun. 81, 1692—The last of
Jaouary Old Goody Wing died.” *ln 1723 the pew No. 9
in the new meeting house was assigned to John Wing,
Sen.,” for which he paid five pounds ten shillings, this
being the ninth according to the dignily and valuation of the
pews. For his second wife he married Miriam Lhe daoghter
of Stephen Deane, of Plymouth, one of the “old eomers.™*
John Wing died in 1699. His will was dated May 2d,
1696, and was witnessed by John Thaicher, John Dilling
ham and Willlam Griflith. A codicil is dated Feb, 6,
1798-9. This will, which is very lenglhy, was presented lo
probate Aug 10, 1699, and it is nos on record at
Barustable. 1t makes mention of bis wife Miriam, his
three children, Ananias, Susannah Parslow, and QOseah
“Turner, his grandsons John and Elnathan and the children
of his deceased son Joseph. He probably never hore office

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in bis town, although he appears to have heen public
spirited and much respected. He was devoled rather to
agriculture and the acquisition of land for himself and his
children. His wife survived him for iwo or three years.
She made a will, which was dated May 24, 1701, and was
probated in January 1702-3. It gives the principal part of
her property, inherited from her wealthy parents, to Deane
Smilh of Chatham' whose mother was “her sister Bethia
Smilh of Monomoith.” The invenlory of her personal prog-
erty was taken in Janvary, 1702-3, and its value was
asgessed at “sevenly-eight pounds, twelve shillings and two

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9. STEPHEN, the youngest son of John and Deborah
Batchelder Wing (1), resided in Sandwich. It is contended
by some that he continued to live with his father even after
his marriage. Tradition, however, with considerable confi-
dence and probabilily, fixes his precise location on a farm
not far from Spring Hill, now in {he possession of a de-
scendant. A part of ihe house which he bnilt in 1644 is
said to be still in exislence, From his business as a town
official, we conclude that for a while at least be must have
lived at the central village of Sandwich, In 1646-7, he
was married fo Oseah, the daoghter of Edward Dillingham,
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one of the nine asscciates ta whom the town had been
granted April 3, 1637. In accordance with the rigid laws
of that period, and which were enforced againal all however
high their position in society, some objeclions were made
against him and a fine was laid vpon him by the Court at
Plymouth, March 2, 16467 for Lhe too early birth of his
fiest child after marriage. He appears however to have
been an earnest advocate of religion and ¢ morality, for he
was a strenuous supporler of religious meetings and of pub-
lic order, Yet he with many others of that period came in
confliec with the exclusiveness and inlolerance to which
both church and state were then committed. From the
first the whole family of his father and hiz mother's father
were inclined to a greater freedom in worship and life than
the customs and laws of the colonies permitted. [n this
they had the sympathies of whal seems to bave been for
many years a majority of the inhabitants of Sandwick:,

The religious difficulties of the town by no means origi-
rated as has been supposed, with Ihe advent of the Quakers.
Loud complaints were made respecting those who resisted
the severe and arbitrary laws of the eolony long before any
meetings forbidden by law were set up, or the name of
Quaker was known And yel the prevalence of such a
spirit and sentimenl prepared the people of Sandwich 1o de-
eline enforcing and even to resist the eruel laws against the
Quakers when these people made their appearance. In
1657 when Nicholas Upsall visited Sandwich lhere was a
great commalion  Public proclamalion was made that for
every honr's enlertainment of him “a severe fine was to be
exacted.” In spite of such a law, several fumilies at that
time not at all inclined to Quakerisin, not only reeeived him
to their honses, but allowed him and others io hold meel-
ings and altended upen them. Stephen, with his brother
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Daniel, began first with contending for tolerance, and soon
their sympathy with suffering was exchanged for conversion
to the faith of the sufferers. Severe fiues were imposed
upon him, imprisonment was threatened if not absclutely
inflicted on him, and even the lown privileges of a freeman
were withdrawn [rgm him and his friends because he de-
clined for a time to take the oath of fidelity which bound
himy to aszist in the execution of such laws, He had been
admitied a freeman and eorolied among these “liable to
bear arms’’ in 1643, and had been assigned his proper pro-
portion and boundary of land in 1658, So large, however,
was the namber of converls to the Friends, and s0 general
the disposition to tolerate them among the people of Sand-
wich, that the faws against them eould not be enforced, and
if any punishments were inflicted .it had to be done out of
town. Stephen and his family became permanently con-
oecled with the Sociely of Friends, and his posterily have in
all Lheir generations remained true to his example.

In 1667 he with William Griffith presented tu probate the
will of his father-in law, Edward Dillingham, and in 1669
he was chosen town clerk. In 1675 the lown voled lo
record bis name with many others as haviog a just right to
the privileges of the town. In 1678 he seems to bave over-
come his ‘scruples about taking the cath of fidelity for his
name that year appears among fhose on the list of its re-
ceivers. Oun the 9th day of the 4th moath 16584, his wife
(szeah died ; and on the Tth of the 11th month of the same
year he married Sarzh, the daughter of Johu Briggs, who
came to America in 1635, aged 20. She died 3d month,
25, 1689 ; but the period of hizs own death is uncertain.
One atcount gives it as 2d month, 24, 1710 (Oid Style).
The will of one named Stephen Wing is given in the rec-
ords, dated Dec 2 1700, and proved Joly 13, 1710; and it
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mentions sons Nathanael, Elisha and John, and daughters
Sarah Gifford and Abigail Wing, and a grandson, Jeremiah
Gifford. “Ebenezer Wing and Malthew Wiog, cons of the
deceased,” were appointed by the judge to be executors of
the will. From this date we infer that Stephen continued
to Hve through the first decade of the last century, although
he must then have been not less than eighiy-eight years of

He was amoog the “inhabitants of Yarmouth
who lost horses in the first expedition to Mount Hope against
King Philip in 1675," and he was assessed three pounds,
sixteen shillings for war expenses. He united with many
others in petitioning Governor Josiah Winslow and the Gen-
eral Court on the subject of a war against the Narragansett
Indians, and finally went as a private soldier under Captain
John Gorbam in the second expedition ageinst that tribe in
1676 when the troops suffered so severely In 1733 grants
were made of lands to those who had served in the Indian
wars, and Ananias was one of the few who survived to
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share in this tardy expression of gratitude. He died Aug.
30, 1718, and his will dated March 5, 1717, shows that he
was possessed of a large landed estate, His widow Hannah

Among these are a certificate of marriage between Edward
Wiosg and Barah, a daughter of Abrabam and Hannah
Tuacker, of Darimoath, (wilnessed by Durcas, Matthew and
Samuel Wing); a deed in which Daniel Wing “u cooper,”
conveys to Edward Wing, “a husbandman,” one-half of his
undivided interesl in his lands in Dartmouth ; a Collector's
warrant for the town of Dartimaoath, dated March 21, 1725-6,
in which Edward Wing is mentivned as a conslable ; two
deeds, dated 1698, by which Dauiel conveyed to Edward
Wing two pareels of land, ooe of 83 aud anather of 15 acres,
in Dartmouth ; two other deeds dated respectively 1716 and
1797, in one of which Edward is styled an “innholder”
and 3 “weaver.” .

A Goelety of Friends
was established there as early as 1744, which met slternately at the
Oblong and &t Nine Partners, Smith's History of Duchess County,

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Among the legal papers mentioned above (No. 28),is one
dated July 6th, 1745, in which he gives a bond to pay 270
ponnds.to **William Wood, a glasher of Dartmonth,” and in
another, dated May 191h, 1755, he is called a “taylor,” in
another, dated July 6th, 1745, “William Wood of Darlmouth,
glasher, for and in consideration of the sum of six hundred
and twenty pounds current money of New England, eld
lennor paid by Abrabam Wing of Oblong, in the county of
Duchess and province of New York, Tailor,” conveys to the
latter a piece of land in the Oblong containing aboul 130
acres. On the 28th day of May, 1762, a patent was granted
for the lown of Queensbury* to twenty-three petitioners. In
the month of June following, Abraham Wing purchased of
a number of these patentees, and for a nominal sum, all
their right and interest in the patent, and in August the
township was surveyed and divided into sections. These
were distnbuted by lot, and deeds of par{ition were executed
which gave Lo each one a legal litle to his claim. In this
division Abraham Wing came into possession of two of the
sections, upon which the principal portion of the village of
Glen's Falls has since been built. He was subsequently
granted by the proprietors a lot of ten acres containing the
valuabie waler privileges at the Falls, on the north side of
the river, in consideration of his erecting at that point a
grist mill and a saw mill. In 1766 he removed his family
and dependents, and with some other pioneers commenced
the settlement of the town of Queensbory. The first town
meeting was held in the following May, at which he was
elecled supervisor. an office which he filled for nearly twenty

+ ®Tha name of Quesnsbury was after tha Eevolntlon ochanged to that
of Glen's Falls, Forsome time it went by the name of Wing's Falls,
and many were dissatisfied with the change by which the principal
fonnder and “patroeon’ of the place was deprived of the honor of the
DA,
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vears, during which lime he was the merchant, the lawyer,
t!ie minister and the innkeeper of the place in one person.
The first religious meetings in the place were held in his
log residence. Permission was given him and his friend,
James McKinney, ‘to have some care and oversight” of such -
meetings “once a week, on each First Day at lwelve
o'clock,” by the Monthly Meeting of the Society of Friends
at Nive Partners, in Duchess county, the 19th of the 3d
month, 1767; and they were required “'once in three
months, or as often as they ean, to make report to this
Munthly Meeting how the meeting is kept up and conducted,
and whar salisfaction they have in meeting logether in that
great and necessary duty.” The early meelings of the
Friends at Glen’s Falls were for some time under the
superintendence of the Monthly Meeting at *The Oblong™
and at “Nine Partoers,” in Duchess county. but from a
“removal certificatg” which was granted to Abrabam Wiog,
dated 1st month, 16, 1766, we infer thal near that date this
suhurdinalion was broken off. He, with his family, suffered
serious losses during the struggle for Independence chiefly
through appropriutions and requisitions made by the
American army, and for which no adequate compensation
was ever received. His patriotism was unquesiionable, though
ke and many of like religious principles were not unfre-
gquently misunderstood for not sustaining more actively the
military mavemenls. He remained a consislent and earnest
member uof the Socitvty of Friends until the close of life, and
his remaips, wilh those of many fiest setilers of the town,
repose in the little burial ground where the old Quaker meet-
ing-house stood, in accurdance with the usage of Hte members
of that sect in those limes. withont tablet or monument.

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116. DAVID, a son of David and Sarah Parker Wing of
Montpelier, Yermont (66), received the best educalion which
the common schools of that period afforded; but this was
much improved by his own efforts. His scholarship and
literary accomplishments finally became distinguished
throughout the entire Stale. He taught the second school
of the town, which was opened probably the same year he
removed wilh his father from Rochester to Montpelier
(about 1790}. Within two years afler this he was elected
Town Clerk, acd during the next twelve years the offices of
Town Agent, Town Representative, Indge of the County
Conrt and Secretary of State were crowded vpen him in
rapid succession. Even while he held the offices of Side
and Chief Judge of the Conoly Court he was chosen the
Town Representative. and four years afterwards (1802) both
Secretary of Stale and State Treasurer. It is seldom that
any man receives such numerous and unequivocal marks of
his popularity and the eonfidence of his fellow-citizens. In
1792 he married Hannah, the second daughter of Colonel
Jucob Davis, said lo have been a lady of unusual personal
altractions and moral excellence® “Io person he was of g
medium  height, with a good form, fine bhead, shapely
features and an animated countenance, all made mare
atlractive and winning by the dignified affability of his

*In Thompson's History of Montpelier an aged lady is sald to have
related 8 oharaoterlstic anepdote: I will remember,” she aaid, “the
first silk dresa that was ever purchased and brought into Montpalier,
It was at g meeting Iate in the year 1808, held in 8 new barn owned
by Colonel Davis, that Mre. Wing, the wife of Jndge David Wing,
came in with it on,snd made guite a sensation among us; but sha
belng 8o good a woman, snd puttlag on no alrs about it, we did not go
to envylng her.

The new charter of
Montpelier was obtained from the Legislatore of 1804 by
his persistent efforls, and still exists as it was firsl drawn op
in the beautiful chirography ot Secretary David Wing, jr.
While slill holding thizs office, and in the midst of his
usefulness and high promise, he was suddeoly swepl away
by a malignant fever, Sept. 13, 1808. The pames of hig
children indicate the classical tastes of the father and the
estimation in which he held certain noted personages of
history. They were: Debby Daphne, Christopher Columbus,
Alpernon Sidney, Marcus Tullius Cicero, Maria Theresa,
David Davis, Caroline Augusta and Maximus Fabius. The

117. JOSEPH, the second son of David and Sarah
Parker Wing (56), was chosen Town Clerk of Montpelier
twenty-seven times, and was also for some time a Justice of
the Peace, He had one son, Charles.

Parker Wiog (66). was by occupation a farmer, and was seven
times elected ome of the Select men of the lown of Mont-
pelier.

120, THOMAS, a son of Edward and Content Wood
Wing (60), wae born at Oblong, in Duchess counly, New

made some whaling voyages, married, Nov. 5, 1775, Mercy
Dakin of Fuirfield, Connecticut, removed to Duanesburgh,
Schenectady county, New York,* where he purchased and
for the remaiader of his life remazined on a farm, was &
much esteemed elder among his brelhren of the Society of
Friends, and died there at the age of 72 years.

124. JOHN, a son of Edward and Hannah Hoag Wiag
{B60), married Phebe Terrell of New Milfurd, Con. The
following obituary nolice, slightly abridged, and taken from
a2 newspaper published in Mount Vernon, Knox county,
Obhio gives the principal facts of his life: “Died, at the
residence of his son-in-law, H. Sherwuod. in Mount Vernon,
on the 30th duy of April, 1865, Juhn Wing, Esq., 1n the
86th year of his age. The deceased was born at Quaker
Hill, Duchess connty, New York His father removed lo
Glen’s Falls when he was only fourteen years of age but in
1817 he came to Mount Yernon aud rerided there conlinu-
ously until his death. He was murried in 1802 to Phebe
Terrell of New Milford, Connecticut, whu still survives.
He wus a man of most exemplary life and unblemished
character. Possessed of a slrong and vigorons inlellect,
his opinions were aiways respected and had murh
influence. In politics he was always liberal, but never
fanatical. Daring the Jate rebellion he had = strong
anxiety for the salvation »f the Union, and a never
failing confidence that it would be saved and the insar-
rection would be quelled. In the suecess of the Union
army he seemed to feel that his highest earthly hopes were
realized. He died leaving five children, one som, residing
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about one mile from Monunt Vernon, and four daughters.”

133. DEBORAH, 2 daughter of Abrakam and Anslis
Wood Wing (61), married Daniel Jones, a brother of
David Jones, sa famous 10 American history as the betrothed
lover of the hapless Jane McCrea. Daniel was one of the
earlivst seltlers in Queensbury, and coutributed much to the
development of its water power and resources, He was
hisnsell & mill- wright and the part owner of a gristand saw-
mill and of islands in the river, which he aflerwards con-
veved to Abraham Wing. and one of which bears the name
of Wing's [sland to this day. At the outhreak of the
Revolution he adhered to Lhe rvoyal party, and with olher
loyalists fled to Canada. The properly which he lelt was
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confiscated and sold afier the war. In a lelter to his father-
in-law he communicales the tidings of the death of his wife
in child-bed, in Montreal March 28, 1782, and of the infant
four months afterwards. After the war he sellled at
Brockville, Upper Canada, where he received from the
Crown a large grant of Jand in eompensation for his lusses,
and where lis descendanls still reside and are people of
cansidi rable  oflueace.  His son Bivhard was arrested
during the war and imprisoned for a while at Albany as a
Loyalist and Toiy, but was released through the interces-
sion uf his more patriotic fathier-iu-law, Abrabam Wing.

134, PATIENCE, a duughter of Abraham and Anshis
Wood Wing (61) mairied Phineas Babeock one of the
earliest seltiers of Queensbury, who probably accompanied
Abrabam Wing when the latter first came to the town.
For more than {wenty years his name appears continuously
on the town records as Lhe bearer of varions offices. He
suffered much loss during the Revolutionary War, for which,
in spite of his voquestioned patriotismm, he received no com-
pensation. At one lime he lived at tbe head of the lake, bat
not fsr from 1790 he removed to St Albans where, about
one mile west of the present village, he erected the first
framed house in that vicinity. His home was adorned
with shrubs and flowers planted by the hands of his wife,
“a worman of refined taste and culture.” He died about lhe
year 1820, bul his wife survived him about fflteen years.
She died at the house of her son-in-law, Willard Jewell,
Esq., of St Albans, in the month of Febroary, aged 84
Their grandchildren and great-grandehildren are numerous
in St. Albans.

136. CONTENT, a daughter of Abraham and Anslia
Wood Wing (61) married, when she was but fourteen years
of age, Jacob Hicks. who had the management of the mills
belonging to Messts. Jooes & Wing. He died probably in
the latter part of the year 1773 or the early part of 1774
He bLad two davghlers, viz: Sarah, who married Awmos
Baldwin and had six children, and Anslis, who marsicd
first James Murray, and alter his dealh Beuben Murgan, and
had a nuinerous family.  After lhe death of Mr, Hicks she
martied James Hickson (coromunly writlen Higson), a
tharough patrivl, whu was taken pri-oner with Audrew
Lewis. his brother-in-law, and others, and laken lo Canada.
After rupving the gaunilet in he bands of the Iudians
they were rescued and confied for a while 1 prison, but
through the infllucnce of loyalist kinsmen lhey were kindly
treated, and sent home at the close of the war.

EBENEZER, a son of Panl and Abigail Wing
Wing (71), had one daughter, Eliza Goold, who was for
many years a teacher of a school at Apple Grove, and was
the wife and widow of Asa S. Wing (408).

The family of Paul and Ahigail Wing Wing (71), re-
mained for some years unbroken at the palernal residence,
near the spot which had been in the possession of Daniel
Wing's descendauts from the earliest settlement of Sandwich,
Before the door of the present building is a granite stepping-
stone on which has been cut for several generalions the
inilials of the name of the heads of the family. Thereis a
nolice of ke family ia the published Journal of John
Wigham -under the date of 10th month, 1797, which Is
warlhy of transcription:  “On the seventh day rode to Paul
Wing's. where [ lodged. In his family were five precious
daughters, Hepzibah, Beulah, Conteat, Tryphosa and Lydia,
and several sons who appeared hopeful, among whom with
their worthy parenls so sweet a spirit seemed to prevail
that the house felt kike a paradise.”

The members of this fami'y ean best be described in the
words which the grateful piety of Dr. Henry Russell has
used in a reply to inguiries respecling a home he so long
epjoyed. We have nu inclination to abridge the account in
any essential parliculars, or to separate the notice of each
individual from ils general commection: “In extreme old
age Paul Wing (69) became much enfeebled in mind, yet
in all his conversation and life he exhibiled the benevolence
and kindness which were prominent in his better days. His
wife Abigail also gave evidence of impaired reason for
several years before her dealh. She was short of stature
but well developed, and with a high forehead. Her
_ benevolence and deep interest in every person she knew

&
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were plainly seen. A little eolored hoy adopted in the
family received from her the affection of a mother, and none
were allowed to relieve her of the care of thiz child as long
as she could walk. The Marshpee Indians, who often
visited her and were employed ahout the house, speak of her
even at this late period (1874 ) with warm gratitude for the
many tokens of kindness she and her family bestowed upon
dhem, Unlike her, her eleven children were of more than
mediom height and weight, with large features, prominent
Roman noses aod strong, muscular development. The
dignitied carriage of Samuel, Paul, jr., and Ebenezer, dressed
in Priend’s altire, with their broad-brimmed bhats, white
cravals and slanding collars, and sealed in the gallery of
the Friend's meeting house, usually made a strong impres
ston uapon all, and especially upon strangers. Paul, jr.,
Ebenezer and Lydia lived together on the old homestead,’
and in the same house where they were born, making one
family for nearly half a century. During this time neither
of them were married, and the property was possessed in
common. When one had a new garment the other had
one also, and usually of the same piece. Each had access
to the same purse in great harmony and brotherly luve.
When Paul finally married Anoa Dennis of Portsmouth, R.
1., the eslate remained undivided, Lydia and Ebenezer
making one family and Pael and his wife another, the
common dwelling house having been reconstrocled for two
families. ‘The Quarlerly Meetings which were aonually
held in Sandwich were occastuns for the exercise of a large
hospitality. The writer has known iwenlty-one Friends
from Nantuckel, hesides many from other parts, to lodge
there in one night. Fer more than thirty years on such
accasions they were in the habit of giving up their beds to
strangers and sleeping on coverlets in the attics, etc. In those
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days, before railroads were conslructed in this region, and
when people ecame with horses and carriages, it was no
small labor to provide for all. Everything, however, was
cheetfully done, and even lhe boys were ambihous to outdo
their neighbors and cousins. The great east room, with
high-backed chairs filled with the erect forms of these many
Friends, was my ficst impression of Quakerism., 1 was
required by my Aunt Lydia to be with her at the door when
{hese strangers arrived, and (thongh I could not have been
moreé than Jour or five years old) to shake hands with
every ohe. The separations caused by the death, the mar-
riages or the calls of business in this family of eleven
children were nceasions for much regret to the parents and
the remaining porlion of the household; and on the other
hand the family greetings and rennions of relatives of several
generations were seasons of extraordinary joyousness. Those
of Lhem whose relalionship was remote, it was often said
by vhservers, seemed tu luve each olhier more tenderly than
nearer connestions in other families.  Paul, jr., was natur-
ally reserved, sedate and finy, oul kind and befoved. It
was said of him by a citizen of Sandwich when he died
that his equal was not left in town. Ebenezer was of a
different temperainent. At Uwenty-five he was frequently
complimented as the handsomest man in Sandwich. His
cheeks were ved, lis eyes dark chestnut with a smiling
expressiou lhat almost talked. He had large langnage, and
vas good at telling u story or giving a joke. His wirth-
fulness was so extreme lhat it was commonly said io be as
good as a play tv hear “Uncle Eben” relate what he had
seen and heard Content Russell was of the same lem-
perament, and moch resembled him in person. Her mind
was well cultivated and stored with much reading, especially
of the writings of Friends, though she was the least sectarian
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of any of the family. Her strong maternal affection made
ber a Chrislian mother and sister. Lydia Hussey, the last
survivor and the most feeble of the family, was more like
her brother Panl. Though for many years an invalid her
stender frame and constitution encountered disease with
remarkable energy and endurance. Her indefatigable labors
in behalf of her aged mother, her two brothers and the
vouthful writer can never be forgotten and are recorded in
Heaven. Most of the conneclion were devoted fo agricul-
ture, and were noted for having good farms, large orchards
and a great variety of fruits. An order for twenty bushels
of apples, of which no two half bushels should be of the
same kind, was complied with without exhausting the
variety of sorts. Many of lhe name, however, were dis-
linguished for a mechanical genius. Ebenezer, at nineteen,
while a journeyman at Pawtucket, was offered a salary of
4 thousand dollars a year if he would remain, but he chose
ralher 1o relucn to his pareatal home. His brother Samuel
also, and his children, were remarkable for mechanical
ingennity. Maost of the kindred have been much inclined to
the acquisition of properly especially of landed estate. The
earlier families usually had a large number of children.
Each of tlree generations in one line had not less than
eleven, but of late the average has been not more than three
or four to a family. Most of the progenitors were also long
lived, a characteristic which has been befter kept up. A
short time before his dealh (1844) Paul Wing, jr., was
visited al midday, and when he was wide awake, by what
he locked upon as a remarkable vision of the Celestial City,
which he was persuaded was no mere fancy, and which
left in him an intense longing to depart, Ebenezer also,
who was an Overseer in the Soeiety of Friends, at the age of
sixty-nine, two weeks before his death, while in a harvest
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field and resting under a tree, dreamed that he was in
Heaven and had communion with his deceased brother and
sister, The effect npon him was overpowering, and the
same night he was attacked by the illoess which two weeks
later terminated his life (8th month, 17, 1859), He was at
once satisfied that he was not long for this world, and he
could hardly wait for the symptoms of approaching death.
Lydia Hussey, the last of the children of Paul, sr., lived to
the age of 79 years and two and a-half months, and died
10th month, 28, 1863.” Her nephew, Dr. Henry Russell,
the writer of the preceding acconnt, who had seen her about
ten days before, being in his bed at four o'clock in the
morping, at Lis residence in New Bedford, dreamed that his
room was illuminaled and that he saw his mother, who had
been deceased for more than ten years, meeting and greeting
bis Aunt Lydia. He awoke at once, noted the precise time,
told his dream in the mocning, and avowed his coaoviction
that the twu sisters were reunited in Heaven. A telegram
soon Informed kim of the death of his aunt, and on going
to the funeral {30 wiles distant) he found that she had
passed away precisely at (he hour he had noted of his
dreaw.

According to a record writlen hy
himself, he enlisted on the 1st of May, 1775, for eight
months in the military service of the United Colonies, and
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went to Cambridge, near Bosion, under Captain Robert
Oliver, Major Moore, Lieut. Col Holden and Cel. Ephraim
Doolittle. He was in the Battle of Banker's Hill from the
commencement to the close. His regiment encamped on
Winter's Hili, in General Sullivan's brigade. When his
time expired, Oct. 81, he enlisted for one month in Caplain
Barties' company, in Col. Nixon's regiment, stationed on
{he same hill ag before. Some lime in February. 17786, he
enlisted for one year under Sergeant James Davis, was sent
to New Haven, thence on a sloop to New York City, was
connected with a company nnder Caplain (afterwards
General) Wilkinson and a regiment nnder Colonel James
Reed. After a brief stay in New York, his regiment was
ordered to Canada, which it reached by water to Albany
through lakes George and Champlain, by St. John's to
Montreal. Wilkineon was there promoted and sent down
fhe St. Lawrence, where he was taken prisoner and sent
to Quebee, The command of the eompany then devolved
upon the Second Lieutenant, Thompson Maxwell, until the -
end of the campaign. Tn August of the next year (1777)
he enlisted for three months in Captain Abel Dinsmore's
company of militia, in Colonel Woodbridge’s regiment,
marched from Conway to Benningtan, Yermont, where he
arrived soon sfer the haltle thence to Whitehall. New
York, and to Brookfield, Mass Al this place he was
stationed to guard some British prisoners who had been
taken at or near Moont Hope. He then rejoined his
company at Albany, sailed down the river to Tarrytawn and
marched tv White Plaing, New York. At the cloge of his lerm
of enlistment thers he was drafted to go to New. London,
Connecticut, for one month, which time he served oui in
Captain Abel Dinsmore's company, in the regiment of
Colonel Porter of Hadley, The whole time which he thus
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served during the war for independence was two years and
one month.

Wing (85). was also a soldier in the war for independence.
When only in his seventeenth year (177%) he enlisted in
Captain Rice's company, belonging to Colonel Chapin's
regiment. He subseguently served in a regiment com-
manded by Colonel Weston, which was engaged principally
in ibe defence of the Hodson River, and was present with
his company at the execution of Major Andre, Oct. 2, 1780.
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His first wife was Lucy, the daughter of Lieutenant John
Clary of Conway, whom he married in 1788. InJune, 1795,
he purchased, for three hundred pounds, one hundred
acres of land on the Deerfield River in Wilmington Vermont,
to which he afterwards made several additions. There his
children were born and reared, and there his wife Lucy died
Now. 15, 1819. On the ninth of Oclober, 1821, he married
Thirza, lhe daughter of Benjamin Flint of North Reading,
Middlesex connty, Mass., and by this marriage had one son.
In April 1837, he removed to Charlemont, Franklin county,
Mass, where he died April 2, 1847, in the eighty-fourth
year of his age. His wife Thirza survived him twenty-
seven years, and on Decoration Day, May 30, 1873, a laurel
wreath was prepared by the citizens of Charlemont and pre-
sented to her as the only surviving relict of the Revolulionary
Army in that-town. She died the next year, March 9, 1874,
being ninety six vears of age. Bani Wing was for more
than a hall century a cammmnicant in the Congregational
church and among the earliest to engage in the movemenis
against intemperaoce and slavery. He was fond of reading,
had aeute perceplive powers and was full of genuine good
hamor. His eharacler was unblemished, his aothorily in
the family, and his temper in general society were mild and
his judgment of others was always charitable. The elerk
of the parish in the record of his death says of him: “He
was a man true to his conniry and to his God."

manufacturing town called Lowell. He himself, before he
leit it, gave a starl to the village by setling op & store, some
mills and other manufacturing establishments. On the
death of his wile Mary (in 1812}, he removed through an
almost trackless forest in Weslern Pennsylvania and New
York to Phelps, Oatario county, New York, where he
matried the widow of John Newhall, whom he had at an
early day known as Beulah Stearns in Conway, Mass. He
there became an extensive farmer, but soon connected with
that business merchandising in various kinds of goods,
which proved unprofilable on aceonnt of the fall of prices at
the close of the war with Great Britain. He then returned
to his farm about two miles from the village of Vienna, and
in his declining years resigned his business to his son
Freeman, resided in the village and died March 26, 1834,
in the sixty-fifth year of his age. He was a Justice of the
Peace for many years in Ohio and in New Yuork, and an
elder in the Preshyterian churches of Phelps and Vienna,
three times a member of General Assemblies of the Presby-
terian chucch, and almost constantly an attendant upon the
meelings of the Presbytery and Synod of Geneva.

“Far West ” and settled in Cooper county, Missouri. He
made the entire journey with his young wife by wagon
thraugh the States of Indiana and lllinois. After purchasing
and clearing two or three farms in different localilies, he
finaliy settled upon the place where he spent the most of
his life, in Lamine, Cooper county. The tract of land on
which he lived at first contained only four hundred and
eighty acres, and was puorchased from General Ashley; but
to this he soon added other portions, until it included not
less than 1,500 acres. Doring his whole life he traded
much in real estate, and at one time he bad in his possesston
three thousand acres. Besides managing his own landed
interests, he was for some years the agent of Geueral
Ashley, and afier the death of the General he continued to
manage for the widow, not only during her widowhood,
but after her marriage with the Hon. J. J. Crittenden of
Kentucky, Belore his death he made & division of his
real estate among his children and retired from bosiness,
He was possessed of uncommon physical energy, aequired
an excellent edocation by his own efforts, and by his
exlensive Intercourse with men, managed to obtain an
extraordinary kuowledge of human nature and habits of
self conirel, He was for many vears a Justice of the Peace,
and though called often to act in difficult cases in turbulent
times, bis decisions were seldom questioned. From
circumstances he was almost compelled to familiarize
himz=elf with both law and medicine, and he preseribed
extensively in both departments. I[n 1843 he became
connected with the Christian church, was a charter member
of the church at Pleasant Grove and was known not only
as a consistent disciple, but a fervent co-worker in all good
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and charitable labors. He died on the 21st of Jannary,
1868, in the sixty-ninlh year of his age. His wife survives
him.

The wolves now
climbed {o the top of the log building, and soon made their
appearance at an opening in the roof which had been left
for the escape of the smoke, and were about to spring down
to the room below. She hastily kindled a fire with the
contents of her straw bed, and finding that this drove them
back, she kept up 2 brizk fire all night, and when her straw
and wood failed her she piled on the furniture and nearly
everything combusiible in the house, and thus succeeded in
keeping the wolves at bay until morniog, when they slunk
away to the woods. She had at least six children, named
respeclively, Michael, Betsey, Sylvia, Emma, Mally and
Polly. One of her daughlers married a Coburm, of whom
ex-Goveraor Coburn is a descendant.

David und Haunat D. Wing (116), graduated at
Middlebury Culiege in Yermont, in the class of 1820, studied
divinity al Alexundna, Virginia, in the class of 1826, was
ordaired a deacon and a priest in the Protestant Episcopal
Chuseh by Bishop Chuse, and went at once to Worthington,
Franklin county Ohio, where the Bishop was then estab-
lishing a Theolugical Semin«ry n conneetion with the
dioeese of Ohio. In 1828, when pupils in elementary
slodies had inereased. an act of the Legislature was oblained
by which the President and Professors were conslituted the
Faculty of a college under the name of Kenyon Coliege, and
the institution thus modified and enlarged, was transferred
from Worlkington to Gawmbier, Knoz county, Ohio. but
remained in the same ecclesiastical comnection. To the
interesls of this institution he devoted himself with all his
heart. Bishop Mcllvaine said of him, that * To bim more -
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than to any man living the subsequent success of these
institutions was due. On him the college relied for (he
comduet of iis embarrassed and complicated interests To
his eminent faithlfutness, wisdom, self devotion. patience and
conslancy th- divcese and its college and seminary are
deeply indebied.  His outward labors were severe, but the
interest and anxiety which he felt were grealer than could
be expiessed  Not moere taa unce in the history of any
institulion dees a friend appear like him, entirely disinter
ested and thoroughly devoted lo its welfare, willing lo spend
and actially spending his lasl and all his duys in its behalf.”
For four years (1826-29) le was fuler in the college, a
Clerical Truslee from 1831 lv 1840, a Professor of the
Lalin language and literature from 1838 to 1848, of
Ereclesinstical Polity ie the seminary from 1846 1o 1856,
and of Ecciesiastical History frum 1837 to 1863 and by an
honerary appuistment to the timie of his death. During
nearly all Whis time he was the Secrelary, the Treasurer and
the financial agent of the college. He received the degree
ol Doetor of Divinity in acknowledgment of his literary
seholarship and profound theological learning  UOne who
sat under bis instruction says of him: “ We well remenbe:
how much we admired the refined beauties ul his style uf
ecomposilion in his sermons; every thing was simple, polished
and graceful, hreathing ever lhe rmost devant piety and
christian humility.” His declining bhealth eompelied him a
shaort tinie before his death to preseut his resignation of his
professorship lo the Board of Trostees, and their acceptance
of it was accompanied with an honorary appointment which
still secured s name and counsels for the seminary, and
ke lived long enongh to rejeice in the success that attended
the introduction of his successor. On the 9th of April,
1835, he married Frances Augusta Evans, who was born
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Feb. 11, 1811, at Royalton, Vermeoat, and died Dec. 9, 1879.
