We can assure you that you'll
have little or no use for a scarf pin
over here, and the Government issnes
good  dog-license tags which are per-
fectly O. K. for formal and informal
wear, Rings are only {n the way when
yow're handling & gun, and are apt to
slip off and be lost ‘in unfathomable
depths of the light brown mud of the
countryside. And ear-rings ave reserved
solely for  the commanders of T-hoat
crews, .

Bring along one good hook for use on
the trip® over and on the long train
rides that seem to prevail in this corner
of the world. In ecase vowve already
got & hook, look it well over to see
whether it bears reading and re-read-
ing. I it doesn't, get another one—
almost any one that's written in Eng-
lish.
