IT ALSO INDICATES THEFURTHEST POINT REACHED BY THE GERMANS, THE FAMOUS HINDENBURG LINE, AND THE SUBORDINATE DEFENSE LINES THAT HAD BEEN OVERRUN IN PART
OR WHOLLY BY THE ALLIES IN THEIR ADVANCE.
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
